One man will someilines ha,ye some
dozens ol^traps set over a mile or more
of country, anil these lie visits "twice or
ihrice a nighi. His first round is about
8 qr 9 o'clock.̂  the second about 12 or
1, and the third just after sunrise. In
each round he kills and eviscerates the
rabbits that have beep -nrnght, Tes
the traps and carries IJae dead ones
back to camp. In the morning,, if
enough have been caught, he or his
mate takes them to the railway feta-
tion or delivers them to rabbit buyers,
who come round with large carts. The
prices varies from fwopence to six-
pence per pair, and where rabbits are

tive cats or tame eats—Uiriied out
originally to prey on the rabbits—and
make a fair profit by selling the skins
slns^y, or alter making rugs of theinr
