Tlsere Is ^73^300 Isrv-ested la
Malls,fci tlte Pime Tree State.,

The recent session of the M
etate grange was the "largest m num-
bers ever held. Hon. Ob'adiah Gardner
is master. .His annual address was a
careful resume of the work of theOr-
d!er in the state during the past year.
His arraignment of the ganie laws elic-
ited approval. ' Another point he laid
emphasis on Is that no state master
should eyer accept political office of
any kind while holding office in the
grange. He said that seventeen new
gjranges had been organized during |the
year and eleven reorganized, a gain in
membership of 5,379. Eleven new
grange halls have "been dedicated dur-
ing tlie past year, making $73,3001 in-
vested in grange halls in Maine. Rela-
tive to .the road question he said, "The
mud tax levied on onr people by jthe
miserable condition of the common
roads is the highest we have to pay."
He advocated government aid in rpad
building and the bringing to bear jthe
influence of the grange upon congrj&ss.
He had an earnest word for the estab-
lishment of a parcels post. The secre-
tary's report showed the total member-
ship in the state to be 45,466 in [375
granges. Penobscot county n&s fiorty-
four granges, with a total membership
of 5',831, and has gained 780 the past
year. There are two other counties in
the state that have a membership {ex-
ceeding 4,000. One grange—Houlxon,
No. 1G—lias 751 members, and jfive
owners have over 400. * m \
