Atthe town meeting March 7th the
tax payers of this town will have an
opportunity to vote upon a proposition
to authorize the town board and com-
missioner of highways to purchase a
stone crusher: that a machine of this
kind is .needed in every town goes with-
out sayidg. as a road properly construct-
ed of crushed stone is a permanent one,
