4S4 of the Postal Laws and Kegulations
says, "Anyone wjho shall knowingly
conceal or, enclose' tiny matter of a higher
class, and deposit -pr cause |the ;same to
be deposited for conveyance by 'mail, at
a less rate than wcj>uld be charged for
both such, higher amd l̂ower class matter,
