ufacture into boxes. I t , is alsjo- a su-
perior wood foil all inside fuiisjilng, as
it takes â , high polish and has excel-
lent wearing qualities. I t can I be rap-
idly kiln dried at high temperature
without injury. Mechanical teats have
'shown it to possess nrb.out 70 ]W cent
fof the -strength of Ted fir ajyi, to be
'suited f oi all except the heaviest struc-
tural demands. Laige quantities of
this timber are now sold under other
names than its own. There Is'no just
,cause for the prejudice which necessi-
states this clecexDtion, and western, hem-
lock should be handled under its right
name.—Department of Agriculture Bul-
letin.
