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GRANGE FIRE INSURANCE.
Reports of Several ISFew York State

Associations Woir the Past Tear,
One of the most profitable forms of

co-operatioir in tlae grange is in tlie
insurance organisations Below are
giren. the significant features of yari-
ous reports recently made;

Tae I>utcJiess ancl Gofctmbia Patrons'
Fire Belief association, with headquar-
ters at Millerton, reported on Jan. 1
2,390 policies in force, the amount of
risks earned being $5,040,000. The
arerage losses for seven years have
been $1.0$ per -$1,000 of insurance in
this company. The Patrons' Fire Be-
lief association of Jefferson county re-
ported losses the past year exceeding
those in many years, lightning alone
haying caused $16,000 in losses, the to-
tal amount of losses ' being $26,000.
Notwithstanding the large payments
required, there was a saving of over
$28,000 to the policy holders over stocky
company insurance. Tbis association
now has about 7,000 policies, with $12,-
000,000 of insurance in force. The to-
tal receipts for the past year were $41,-
194.57. The Fire Relief association of
Wayne county reports-over $6,000*000
of insurance on grange property in the
county, Newark grange alone' carrying
$45r0G0~o£ this total. The Genesee Coun-
ty Patrons' Fife Belief association, with
headquarters at Batavia, has 1,110
policies in force, covering $2,516,200.
The- Cbantauq.ua County Patrons' Fire
Belief association has 3,82G policies in
force, covering $7,112,725 of property.
The Steuben County Patrons' Fire Ke-
iief association lias 2,074 policy holders
and a total inrfura^ce o£ $5,815,100.
