THE SOAP TREE,
Its Fruit Is Used For MafcSxtgr Wassliea

aasd Wasliiagr Powders.

The Sapindiis ntilis, or "soap tree,"
was introduced into Algeria in 1845.
The Isoap tree in Algeria appears to'be
a hybrid and has characteristics quite
different from those of any\ of the
known varieties coming from India,
Japan, China'and Central America, and
it is- superior to* all in general useful-
ness.

The Sapindus utilis is a large tree
with a smooth, straight trunk. The
plants reach to about ten feetj in
height in two years and begin to
in six year's. The berry is round, but
with a distinct keel like that of a waK
nut encircling it. It is when ft •esla
smooth, shiny and flesliy. When dried
it is tough, gummy and tiUnsliicid.
The color varies from yellowish green
to brown. In size it varies from about
half an inch to an inch'in diameter.

So far the cultivation of this tres in
Algeria has been confined to the low
lying lanfts near, the coasts the orange
belt, but it is believed that it 'wiftuld
endure a more severe climate-. The
only large plantation of these trees is
that of M. Ber-trand' at Ms property of.-
JBoukandoura, about eighteen niiles
from AIgix?i'sT covering some hundred
a"nd fifty acres.

There are no important mannf act ires
of soap tree products In Algeria. The
entire product of the plantation refer-
red to above went last year to Ger-
many. A good deal of the fruit is em-
ployed in Its natural state, and many
chemists prodnce specialties from it.
such as "saponine/* an excellent wash-
ing powder; "sapindine," a reputed
hair wash, and, other articles for t6I2et
purposes. Paiiama wood, which, is ex-
tensively used in Europe for washing,
contains on an average about 8' per
cent of saponine, while the dried fjralt
of the soap tree contains fully 281 per
cent.—Report of United States Consul,
Kidder, Algiers.

Rent Insurance the Latest.
The latest departure in insurance Cir-

cles is protection against loss of rental
values. In advocating this new form
of policy some companies argue that
it should be adopted if for no other
reason than that incase of fire no re-
dxtction is allowed'on taxes, mortgage
interest, etc., which, expense,, it is
claimed, is alone heavy enough with-
out the additional loss of rents.

Certain companies agree that when
any of their property risks are dam-
aged by burning the insurance agent
makes good the rent during I the time
consumed in making the 1 premises
again tenantable. Where the insured
occupies a building that suffers by
conflagration the agent is authorized
to provide funds whereby other quar-
ters may be had.—New York Press.
