Leslie McDonald, was born at East
Dickinson, N. Y. on Aug. 2nd, 1873, and
resided in his native town until he was
20 years of age* when he removed to
Randolph, Vermont, where he was. em-
ployed in the flour and feed mill business
for several years, "While there he was"
prominent throughout the state as a
bicycle rider, winning many valuable
prizes on the track.

Later he was employed on the Boston
and Maine B. R. as baggageman in the
passenger depot in Manchester, K. H.

At the time of his death he wasemploy-
ed on the Weare branch of the B. Ife M. B.
R. as baggageman on the early morning
train running from Manchester to Con-
cord, and on ,the morning of Jan. 19th
while making shifts of cars af Groffstown
at about-ten o'clock he lost his footing
while climbing on the ear whfle the train
was in motion,1 and felll beneath the1

wheels, life being Crushed out almost in-
stantly. The body wa$ not mangled but
the right arm and shoulder were crushed
and a slight bruise showed where his face
was scratched by the ice under the ear.

Mr. McDonald, was considered physi-
cally a perfect man, and was of fine pro-
portion, weighing about two hundred
pounds. He was a general favorite among
his class and schoolmates in his early
home and had sinee that time won the
endearing friendship of a la.rge ciicle of
friends in each place of residence since he
left his early home.

The funeral was held at the First
Baptist church in Manchester January
22nd at two p. m. preceded by prayers
at the home, 12 Huntress "Street. The
services were conducted by the Bev. J.
Bunyan Lemon and singing was fur-
nished • by the First Baptist' quartet.
