Dr. Edward Everett Hale In 'an arti-
cle on "Washington Then and Now"
to the Outlook , discourses pleasantly
of tile capital as he first knew it:

"The city has grown in tnoee sixty-
years from a mudhoie which had 30,-
000 people perhaps within its borders
to a city o£ 250,000 inhabitants. The
only part of this common (not far
from the corner of I and Seventeenth
streets) which was fenced in must
have been near where the British em-
bassy is now. We called it the gymna-
sium, I think. That was the high
sounding, name for a bowling alley
which the young men kept up. I re-
member one afternoon we persuaded
Mrs. Madison, who was still alive, to
visit us there, and with great effort
she got a ball down the middle of the
alley and was complimented on her
knocking down the idng. President
Tyler came over and played with the
young .gentlemen sometimes. Every-
thing had the simplicity and ease, if
you please, of a small Virginia town.
Whenever the .weather would1 serve a
great many of the southern members
of the house or the senate rode to the
capitol on their saddle horses. There
were thirty or forty posts in front of
the capitol near where the statue of
Washington now stands. You rode up
to one of those posts and hitched your
horse/* You left him while you went in
and attended the meeting of the house.
You came out and unhitched him and
rode him to your 2 o? clock dinner."

She was doing
what she could for the fast failing man
when another shot was fired by Hall
through an Open window, sinking Hazen
in the arm. Hall then wedt straight to
the barn, and placing thej gun against
his own head, blew out his [brains..

Hall seemed to think it was his sister's
duty to minister to his comfort to the
exclusion of all othkr mew and evinced
anger and jealousy when she accepted
attentions or devoted her time to others.
