FORECAST WHITMANS PLANS 

Hospital Expansion Will. Be Urgedf to 
Provide for Wounded Soldiers. 

Some '.egislatien Affecting the 
Food LSJWVS Expected. 

—Albany. 
Despite the highly inflated prices of 

foodstuffs, fuel and other materials 
accessary for the maintenance of state 
Institutions, it is"Sbelieved thac New 
.York state's budget will-.-hot exceed 
§83,000,600. 

State expenses, it is said, will ap» 
proximate the budget of last year», 
which was almost $80,000,000, but there 
will be a change in the appropriations 
of which it will be made wp. Strict 
economy in the-management of the 
state's finances is expected in the 
makeup of the schedule of appropria­
tions with the only increases tbose 
caused by increased costs of materials 
and construction which are considered 
absolutely essential. 

Requested appropriations for all 
s tate activities submitted by heads of 
departments a»d commissions approxi­
mate $9&,000,0©0, it* was laarned. Ap­
propriations asked for the state hos­
pitals for the insane will head the list. 

War needs are likely to influence 
t i e appropriations for the hospitals, 
with indications that the program of 
expansion of the badly crowded insti­
tutions will be continued along-lines 
announced last year. American wound­
ed and convalescent soldiers from 
France are ,*• be housed in state hos­
pitals, it was .admitted by Senator 
Henry ML Sage of Albany, dhairman. 
ot the Senate Finance Committee, and 
New York; state plans to have i t s hos­
pitals ready for , the demands which 
will be made upon them, 

"We* must keep building hospitals/' 
declared Senator Sage. "Our hospi­
tals as they are are> badly overcrowd­
ed. We have to have more capacity, 
and the state must provide some place 
tr <sare for the wounded and con­
valescents who will soon begin to 
come back from France." ' -

With members of the Hospital de­
velopment Commission Senator Sage 
recently visited the Canadian Hospi­
tal for the Insane in Whitby, Out., 
which is given over entirely-to the-
care of Canadian wounded from 
Prance. Plans are to be made to 
utilize the New York state hospitals 
along the same lines. 

"All other construction will be cut 
down to the. absolute minimum," de­
clared Senator Sage. "To do anything 
else would be criminal/' \ 

This declaration by Senator Sage is 
in line with the known policy ot Gov­
ernor Whitman, which* it is said, he 
will recommend in his message to the 
legislature—the policy of the most 
Btriet economy except for absolute war 
needs. 

Although no one in authority has 
yet publicly announced it, there is a 
strotig likelihood that all requested 
appropriations for Jocal JtoprQvements 
carried in bills which.in other years 
have clogged legislative machinery 
will be 'banned to a great degree. It 
is indicated that local measures must 
be sidetracked to make way" for .the 
appropriations which are essential to 
war needs. 

There is expected to be a greaftall-
ing off in the necessary expenses for 
the maintenance of^the state's mili­
tary establishment., New York's Na­
tional Guard was in service last year, 
and the cost of its maintenance was 
figured in millions. In the year to 
come the state will" have its State 
Guard, with expenses far below those 
necessary for the maintenance of the 
National' Guard, "Relatively few troops 
are in active service and under pay. 
These are the troQps which are guard­
ing the state canals and the New 
¥ork city water supply * system in the-
Catskills. _The state is reimbursed by 
New York city for the maintenance of 
the troops along-the aqueduct. 

Highway improvements because of 
Conditions will be limited %to absolute 
necessities, it is said. Many highway 
contracts were passed _over last sum­
mer by road builders, who feared to 
take chances with the uncertain •'con­
ditions in the materials and labor 
markets, and the same conditions are 
expected during the coming season. 
As a result even road improvements 
scheduled may be abandoned. 

Little legislation is to be asked by 
Governor Whitman'"in his message, it 
£s said. What he will ask will include 
measures permitting the registrants 
and enrollment of women to complete 
the granting of full suffrage and to 
enable them to vote in the spring city 
local option elections which' are sched­
uled and in the fall primaries. 

HOW S T A H INTENDS 
TO DIVIDE BUDGET 

Request For Construction is $27« 
500,000; Bulk is for Chari­

table Institutions, 
i 

—Albany, 
, The Legislative Budget Committee 

has completed its tabulation of th= rej-
quesss for appropriations at the com­
ing session of the legislatuie, as they 
have heen filed. These will bft mailed 
to the members of 'the legislature in 
the next few days, so they may "study 
them before the convening of the leg-
islature " ' ' ' ' 

Senator Henry M. Sage, chairman 
of the finance committea^in discuss­
ing these requests said: £ ^ 

The appropriations asked tor this 
year total approximately ~ ?98,000,000. 
In round numbers $79,000,000 were ap­
propriated last year, making an in­
crease asked over those figures ot 
119,000,000. At a tixie like the pres­
ent, when rigid economy is '.an.- abso­
lute necessity, this *s a staggering re­
quest. 

i 

In analyzing the ijgure* we find 
that fdr construction a l o n \ the re­
quest is for 127,500,000, about $S,000,-
000 of which is'for highway mainten­
ance and repair, leaving $19,500,000 
for other construction, almost alto­
gether in hospitals, charitable Institu­
tions and prisons. It goes without 
saying that Uo such sum will be 
granted. 

lESvery department will be expected 
by the legislature for this, year and 
for ihe duration of the #ar to use the 
most rigid economy in the, purchase 
and use of stationery, of the telephone, 
and telegraph and of all other pur­
chases which help to<»well this enor* 
mous total. 

There is another larfe Item, con­
sisting of deficiencies in appropria­
tions of last year, amounting to $5,-
11M00. Of this deficiency practically 
?3,OOO,G0& -is duei to the hospitals, 
charitable institutions and, prisons. It 
was impossible in , making the- esti% 
mate last year to tell what the prices 
would be for the coming year, and all 
of these institutions have found them­
selves short of absolute necessaries, 
such as coal, «food and clothing. -As 
far as these institutions are concern­
ed, we will have to appropriate he 
money 'necessary to make up these 
actual deficiencies. The sum of ¥681,-
000 of the total deficiency requests Is 
due to the reorganization of the New 
York state National Guard. The new 
troops known as the State Guard must 
be equipped and cared for, and,Vwhile 
economy must be used, such * money 
as is necessary for this purpose must 
be granted. i 

In personal service an increase is 
asked of $2,448,000. Exclusive of the 
New York guard there are 20,857 em­
ployees in" the state service. The totat 
appropriation asked is |21>433,0OO< or 
approximately $1,000 apiece. Includ­
ed in these employees is every one in 
the state service from the highest to 

-the lowest—the governorythe state of« 
fleers, the judges, the jPublic service 
commissioners, the legislature and all 
others down to the lowest, page. ' 

Under the circumstances' and in 
view of the living conditions of the 
present day the average pay certainly 
does not seem high. I think that it is 
the state's plain duty to increase the 
pay of deserving employees among 
those who are today receiving such a 
small compensation as to make it al­
most impossible for them to live de­
cently." It is to be noted that in this 
increase of $2,448,000 asked a very 
larse proportion is asked for new po­
sitions. 

It is my judgment that except 
where it is necessary to carry out the 
provisions of an existing law or where 
it could be shown that it is an impos­
sibility to carry on the work of the 
state properly with present forces no 
new employee should be added to the 
s tated pay roll this year, not only on 
the score of i economy, bat also be­
cause the service of every man and 
woman whose- services might be of 
value to the state are also valuable in 
the supreme business of this state 
and country of winding the present 
war. 

The total requests of ?97.000,000 
will <be very largely decreased when 
the final appropriation bill is prepared 
for the legislature. The state this 
year - should not spend one csnt on 
new construction except for an abso­
lute necessity.. As for the so called 
special bills carrying appropriations, 
it is my intention that no such bill 
shall be reported by the Finance Com­
mittee of the senate with my eonsent 
unless is can be shown that the ap-

• p'ropriation is necessary for the pro­
tection of life, for the honor ot the 
state or for the efficient prosecution 
of this war-

For Direct Tax of $13,000,000. 
Governor Whitman in a, statement 

announces he will not-favor a direct 
tax at the coming session of the leg­
islature except, to raise enough mon­
ey to meet the payments required by 
t!ie state sinking funds. 

In accordance with the policy adopt­
ed by the governor the next direct 
tax will bg, levied only to the extent 
of the sinking funds necessary for in­
terest and a mcttizatiot of state 
bonds, which during the coming fiscal 
year will amount to approximated 
$13,000,000. -< 
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The city of Schenectady will refund 
to the. Genera! Electric Company $2 
440, which the company paid to mee 
salary demands of the Schenectady 
firemen in the months of November 
add December, provided the unex­
pended balanees and excess revenues, 
are sufficient to meet this sum. 

Except for a few violations of-' the 
fuel administration's request ,in Troy, 
where observance of "lightless" nights 
is voluntary, Albany,.Troy and Sche-
neetady. observed their first "light-
less*'4 Sunday to the satisfaction of the. 

' county fuel administrators. The dif­
ference in* lighting was hardly -appre­
ciable because only a few display 
signs ordinarily would b e lit Sundays, 

Mrs. Arthur J. Denegar, twenty-
eigi^t years old, died very suddenly 
at Germantown. Upon retiring for 
the night Mrs. Denegar and her hus­
band were talking over plans for ar­
ranging a Christmas tree for their lit­
tle daughter, Mrs. Deliegar feeling 
perfectly well. Toward morning she 
awoke" and complained of feeling "ill 
and died in less than ten minutes 
after. 

Every school teacher ot Saratoga 
Springs received a bonus, of $100 as 
a Christmas present. This is the re­
sult of a recent request made to the 
Board of Education for an Increase in 
salary. The board has voted to allow 
this amount to every teacher, during 
the school year of 1917*18. 

Reorganization of the New York 
State Guard to create a new second 
brigade with Brig. Gen. James Ilobb, 
former colonel of the Twenty-third In­
fantry, was announced by Adj. Gen. 
Charles H. Sherriti. The new brigade 
will be formed of units of the first 
brigade under Gen. George R. Dyer 
and will comprise all units in Rich­
mond, Kings, Queens, Nassau and Suf­
folk counties. 

Owing to the shortage of eoai the 
New York Board of Education dis­
continued public lectures in. .school 
build-lngs. 

More than ISO industries in Buf­
falo and Niagara Falls producing 
"nonessential" materials apparently-
will be forced into idleness within 
ten days by the cut t ing off of t&eir 
supply of electric power. Orders have, 
been received by the Niagara Falls 
generating plants to furnish large 
units of additional power to war in­
dustries. The- only way this can be 
done is by cut t ing off the supply of 
others. 

Under supervision of A. H,. Wiggin, 
fuel administrator , for the state of 
New York, a committee has been^ 
formed to distinguish between "es­
sential" and "nonessential" Indus*-
tries. If a serious shortage seems 
imminent i t is planned to shut off 
coal from industries classed as "non­
essential." If this fails materially to 
relieve the situation only domestic 
users will be apportioned coal by the 
distribution committee.
