The war committees of the senate 

and assembly will tour New York state 
in an effort to establish co-operation 
between farming interests and state 
and federal regulators and to avert 
a ' threatened reduction in tbe- food 
crops in tbe state next season. 

The proposed investigation was an­
nounced by Senator Elon R. Brown, 
Republican leader, after his accept­
ance of the chairmanship of the sub­
committee of fife war committees. 

Bearings will be given in Albany, 
JJtica, Syracuse, Rochester, Buffalo 
and other cities still unselected. The 
investigation is expected to cover 15 
days and a report is not expected 
until tbe middle of" February. 

Legislation designed to create a 
moratorium for the period of the war 
in individual cases of men in mili­
tary service who are .unable to meet 
their obligations; a bill aimed at oust­
ing German-American members from 
control of the commission wbicb' ad­
ministrates the home of Genepai Her­
kimer, near Little Palls ; a/proposed 
wage commission, which 'would stbdy 
ibe-^neslian_ o±_minimum wages in va­
rious occupations; general ...gislatkm 
amending the military law of the stale 
and carrying appropriations for the 
Hew York State Guard, and a series 
of bills to reduce the burden of taxa­
tion on N^v York city real estate fea­
tured legislation before the senate and 
assembly. 

Farming interests have been in a 
disturbed condition since the breaking 
out of war, declared Senator Brown in 
explaining the proposed investigation 
of agricultural conditions. The farm­
ers are exhorted on tbe one hand to 
produce more in tfie'fa'ee*oT shortage 
oi labor, soaring wages and the draft­
ing of many of the best farmers for 
service in tbe field. On tbe other 
hand they are warned against charg­
ing high prices and frequently thx*eat-
ened with price fixing and-prosecution. 
Unless there is an improvement of 
conditions less food will be produced 
this year than last, and any reduction 
would be a calamity, , ^ 

Tbe committee will inquire as . to 
the best means of obtaining relief 
with a view to legislation if neces­
sary. But the inquiry will extend 
more particularly to administrative re­
lief already attempted with, a view of 
co-operation between tbe state and 
the agricultural interests as distin­
guished from an attempt to control or" 
regulate them. Particular attention 
will be given to co-operation with the 
federal government in measures of re­
lief and an effort made to stimulate 
co-operation in the several localities. 

Assemblyman Amos, in a statement 
explaining his moratorium bill, said it 
was drawn so those who might desire 
to take an unfair advantage of a gen­
eral moratorium would be unable to 
do so. This' would be prevented by 
creation of a court of jurisdiction 
which would pass on all cases. 

A moratorium is a legislative* act 
authorizing an individual debtor or 
bank "to suspend payment of riems for 
tMjiven period.

Unprecedented overcrowding in the 

state institutions for the insane is 
charged in the annual report of the 
Stale Charities Aid Association to the 
State Hospital, Commission, just made 
public. Th& total capacity of tbe ,18 
state hospitals i s rated a t 27,890, and 
at the end of tbe fiscal year they con­
tained 34.79S inmates, an excess of 
6,908, or 25 per cent. 

"The Overcrowding has grown stead­
ily worse year by year and has long 
stnee reached a point where it jeopard­
izes the standards of care and treat­
ment and. retards the recovery of pa­
tients," rthe report says.

Kings Park 
state hospitals', three of, wbicb ,have 
populations of approximately 5,00a are 
overcrowded by 3,305 patients, or ap­

The ' Charities Aid Association be­
lieves that- the state ought to appropri­
ate at once $20,000,000'to provide ade­
quately for the insane and feeble 
minded, tbe expenditure to run over 
ten yeais. No provision has, been 
made for tbe institutional care of the 
feeble minded, of whom statistics 
show that there are approximately 85,-
000, as many as tbe inmates housed in 
the state hospitals for tbe insane. 

"The expense, large as it may be. is 
amply jnstified by tbe need, will be 
economical in tbe long run and should 
command ptiblie sympathy and approv­
al / ' tbe report says.' "A policy of-false 
economy on the part of the state has 
delayed' the'enlargement of certain ex-, 
istlag institutions and tbe erection .of 
new institutions." - e% 

Senator Henry M. Sage, head of the 
Senate Finance Committee and of tbe 
Hospital Development Commission, is 
preparing a report on tbe subjeet, 
which is" to be submitted to the legis­
lature within a few days. He said that 
if the approval of Governor Whitman 
could be obtained substantial provision 
would be made along the lines suggest­
ed by tbe Charities Aid report. The 
governor in bis annual message to tbe 
legislature declared in favor of ade­
quate appropriations for tbe purpose 
despite his zeal for war economy. 

The parole system has been applied 
in the state institutions for tbe care of 
tbe insane. According to tbe report, 
1,504 patients- were on parole from tbe 
hospitals last yeatv saving $330,880 for 
maintenance and making room for that 
number of additional patients.

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Vote© of Soldiers and Sailors. 
Of the 50,475 votes cast by the sol­

diers and sailors of Kew York state at 
last fall's election/ threi^fifths/or 31,-
301 were polled by residents of Great­
er New York, according to an an­
nouncement just made by Secretary 
of State Hugo, who handled the elec­
tion. The 50,000 votes represent not 
only the men at tb£ training camps in 
this country, but also those in Prance 
and aboard ships patrolling European 
waters. Four companies of tbe Rain­
bow division ^enjoyed the distinction 
of voting on their way across the At­
lantic. 

In Spartanburg there were 3-87 poll­
ing places for ISTew York state 'men, 
and approximately 19,000 votes were 
cast. About 14,000 ballots * Were 
brought1 back from Yaphank, where 
•the commanding officer set aside one 
day for tbe election and practically 
closed the camp to all outsiders. 
Three days were required to vote the 
men at Wrightstown owing to the fact 
that some of the companies were ab­
sent* on hikes. 

Only about one-third of the votes 
from all camps show the use of the 
paster ballots, which had been liberal­
ly supplied the men by representatives 
of tbe various parties. 

Many Violated Deer Law. 
Secret service methods in game pro­

tection have netted tbe Conservation 
Commission more than a hundred cases 
of violation jof .the deer law during the 
season recently closed, according to.an 
announcement just made by the com­
mission. ' In a drag net spread through­
out the Adirondacks hotel, and board­
ing house keepers, guides and residents 
and hunters from evex-y corner of the 
state were ,detected killing does* run­
ning deer "with dogs, selling venison, 
shooting more than the bag limit and 
committing practically every other pos-

' sible violation of the deer law. One 
case even involves setting a forest fire 
to create a Slash where deer would 
gather thickly tbe following season. 
The result is the greatest haul in deer 
cases, according to Llewellyn Legge, 
chief of the division of fish and game, 
that the department has ever made. 

Officials of the Conservation Com­
mission are now touring every section 
of tbe state, instituting prosecutions 
against or making settlements with 
the surprised violators, who have be­
lieved that their escapades- of a lew 
weeks ago are already ancient history. 
Twenty-six settlements have been made 
so far for a total of $1,059. The entire 
eost of detecting these cases was $146. 

Tbe new methods followed instruc­
tions issued by Conservation'Commis­
sioner George' D. Prat t in advance of 
the deer season that game protectors 
from iLowri" the state should be sent 
into tbe Adirondacks as a secret serv­
ice force in tbe guise of sportsmen to 
unearth the evidence behind frequent 
complaints of wholesale deer law vio­
lations under the protection of an or­
ganized "system."
