[ The Rattan Cane. 
jOne of the most important exports 

ofi Singapore is rattan, although i t 
does not make a large showing as to 
value, being" a comparatively cheap ar­
ticle compared with i ts bulk. Singa­
pore i s probably the leading export 
market for rattans in the world, ^al­
though practically none of the raw 
product is produced in the Straits Set­
tlements and very little in the Feder­
ated Malay states, most of It being 
collected .from the1 islands of Sumatra, 
Borneo,- the Celebes and smaller is­
lands. Ordlnarfty cut from the jungle 
by natives under the direction " of 
Chinese merchants doing business' in 
the interior, i t is bought up by large 
dealers in t h e , principal 'towns and 
eventually - sold to Singapore buyers 
in. bundles as it comes originally from 
the jungle. The buyers in Singapore 
take the rat tan to this form and p u t 
it through a process of selection and 
cleaning, after which it is bundled 
together according to grade and 
shipped direet to various, parts of the 
world. 

& Cod-Skin for *?opk Covers. 
According to the Weser Zeitung 

(Bremen), a Berlin bookbinder has 
discovered a new material for book­
binding—eodfish skin—a doubly^vel-
eome discovery in these days of leath­
er shortage. In itself the use of fish 
skin for book-binding is no novelty; 
among others, shark leather had pre­
viously been used for binding, <de luxe 
for the sake of i ts durability and beau­
tiful markingl. 

Cod-skin has several advantages-
over shark-skin; i t is more abundant, 
more easily procurable, and, therefore, 
cheaper. The appearance of the -skin, 
unsealed and properly prepared, re­
sembles snake's skin. ' I ts strength' 
and durability have been tested and 
found equal to parchment by the ro^al 
material-testing office in Berlin. I t is 
easy to work and literally untearable, 
and should therefore prove a, very 
valuable substitute for leather, not only 
for bookbindery, but for the manufac­
ture of leather goods. J
