months after; The Meyer bffl is an 
amendment to the executive law whieh 
would add a new ^section, providing for 
the summary removal-, of the police 
commissioner of New York city by the 
governor if in his judgment that is 
necessary "whenever-a war exists be­
tween the United States and a for­
eign country," ' -

Under the present law the governor 
has power to remove a New" York po­
lice commissioner on charges sustain­
ed by evidence, but the mayor has the 
appointment of his successor. Should 
the Meyer bill be enacted .and the gov­
ernor exercise the power it vests in 
himTas^nprecedented situation would 
arise woere a ^Tammany administra­
tion would be deprived of control of 
the police department. While there Is 
no reason to believe that the introduc­
tion of the Meyer bill was inspired by 
Governor Whitman, persons* who have 
discussed recent New-York city devel­
opments in relation to the police de­
partment venture the prediction* that 
the governor would not hesitate a* 
avail himself of the drastic powers it 
contemplates should necessity- arise. 
The governor is known to take' any­
thing but an optimistic view of the 
situation in New York city as a re­
sult of the summary removal of Fred- -
erlck Bugher as head of the police de­
partment and the appointment of 
Lieut.
