More than a ton of hoarded food 
has been discovered a t Bochester in 
the "borne ofr a German shoemaker, 
George A. Gross. I t was hrdden in a 
blind attic. A fur co?t had been bung 
over a recently cut hole to conceal 
the aperture. In the secret room were 
found 1,300 pounds of flour, 150 
pounds of sugar and 150 pounds of. 
rice. A barrel of salt was' hidden in 
the cellar, and more sugar was found 
under beds and behind furniture. I t 
\va$ said the family had 130 dozen of 
eggs and more than $800 worth of oth­
er groceries. 

Residents of Cortland are protest­
ing against the plan to transfer the 
branch office of the State Food Coun­
cil from Cortland to Syracuse. As­
surance has been given the Chamber 
of Commerce that -a branch of the 
council would be opened in Syracuse. 
Cortland Is fighting to retain tlie 
branch office there.

Several hundred 
dollars' damage was done to their 
apartments on the second floor of a 
two story frame dwelling to the rear 
of OS Congress street, Jas l how the 
fire started Is conjecture. 

The corning mill of the Hercules 
Powder Company at Schaghticoke was 
blown up by an explosion, of powder 
No one was killed or injured as far as 
known. The building destroyed was a 
one story -frame structure and con­
tained about a ton of powder.

Senate Bill giv­
ing Food Boa^d Wide Power 

During War, 

HOOVER FAVORS MEASURE 

Among pber Other Bills That Face the 
Lawmakers a t Albany, Js a Plan to 

CenWljze AH Purchases by 
State—The Barge Canal.

Albany.—Drastic powers would be 

given tm State Food- Commission to 
regulate profits of retail food dealers, 
under the' bill of Senator Robert F,. 
Wagner, Democratic leader of the sen­
ate,'.which has been approved by the 
Senate War Committee. The bill is as­
sured of passage by the legislature; 
leaders declare. j 

The committee reported favorably 
Senator Wagner's bill giving the com­
mission -imfhorlty to enter upon the 
waters or the state • to harvest ,and 
store lee 4gainst the danger of an ice 
famine next summer by reason of the 
dosing of artificial ice plants. Senator 
Eion R. I rown . {Republican leader of 
the senate, and Senator Wagner were 
named a-irub-coromittee to takJe such 
steps a s were necessary for the con­
servation (of, the' natural iee of the 
state, i 

Senator iWagnei* told the committee 
Mr. Hoove* was to favor of both bills 
and submiffcted a1 letter h e ' received 
from the federal food director approv­
ing the measure giving the Food Com­
mission power to .fix the retail profit

believe," Mr. Hoover said, 
"that the fixing of maximum prices to 
retailers is fjhe proper manner in which 
to approach this problem, but .that 
powers enabling the commission to fix 
,the differentials which retailers should 
fix between [cost and sale is a highly 
desirable authority. The fixing of a 
retail price with variable cost price to 
the retailer has in^all cases proved to 
have but one result, and that Is to 
drive the particular commodity from 
the market because the moment the re­
tailer is .unable to -fey Ms supplies a t 
an adequate margin! below such maxi­
mum he immediately ceases to function 
as a distributmg agent. 

"A maximum price is feasible enough 
where there are no fluctuations in the 
wholesale prices and this might apply 
t o one or two commodities,' such as 
sugar aed flour, the prices of whieh 
are,fairly well stabilized; but it would 
not apply to many other commodities, 
and therefore is a dangerous Imple­
men t 

"On the other hand, to fix a" differ­
ential between the cost of products 
and the price a t which they were to be 
resold! puts a premium on efficiency in 
distribution, makes profiteering impos­
sible, gives the public the benefits of 
any reduction in wholesale prices and 
is a necessary,implement in the suc­
cessful handling of trade during these 
times of econoiiic disturbances," 

Would Centralize State Purchases. 
Convinced t l a t some centralized 

purchasing agdaey would result in 
great saving in I the purchase of sup-
pikes for state'departments-, a commis­
sion that investigated the subject re­
ported to the legislature -that it was' 
preparing legislation along this line 
for introduction about March 1, The 
commission was created a t the sugges-. 
tion of Comptroller Travis and is com­
posed of the heads of the principal 
state departments. 

The commission made it plain that 
no new department was contemplated, 
but felt that many advantages would 
result if the purchasing agencies of 
the' various state departments -were 
consolidated. 

The law the commission has in view 
would,not become effective until July 
1, 1910, In .order that the legislature 
of next winter might have the oppor­
tunity to amend it, if considered neces­
sary. 

"The plan which will be recommend­
ed by the commission," seads the re­
port, "will not contemplate the erec­
tion of A new department, the creation 
of any new salaried positions nor any 
radical disturbances of any existing 
purchasing agency. Its object will be 
the consolidation of such agencies to 
gain the benefit of thier experience 
and activities in a more concentrated 
or collective form by combining pur­
chases when this can be done to ad­
vantage." 
Government May Take Over Canal. 

Confirmation of the report that the 
United States government is making 
arrangements to take over . the new 
state barge Canal, Buffalo to Troy, has 
been obtained a t the office of. Commis­
sioner of Docks and Ferries Murray 
Hulbert Commissioner Hulbert had 
just re'turned from Washington, where 
he was in conference with Messrs. 
Huxley aed Ptez of the Shipping Board 
in regard to the matter. 

The state of New York has spent 
$150,000,000 on the-project, 'and the 
canal itself/is completed for all prac­
tical purposes, the only present diffi­
culty tjelng a lack of suitable craft 
for it, ' General Black, chief of en­
gineers, U. S, A., has been opposed to 
the government supplying ihe boats, 
though a similar thing has been done 
on the Mississippi river. It was prin­
cipally to solve this problem that Com­
missioner Hulbert conferred with the 
Washington officials. Stare Engineer 

Williams also was present a t s£» dfs-
cussioa and repmlned in W&sMngloE. 
to assist in the framing of legislation 
appropriating money to build barges

. ' Srlia for Terminal Board. 
- Bills to create a terminal "improve­

ment commission charged with th^ 
duty of attempting to solve New York 
city's transportation and terminal 
problems with especial reference to 
.contemplated changes by the New 
York Central railroad on the city's 
West Side haves been introdifced by 
Senator Ottinger and Majority Leader 
Adler of the assembly. Tlie measure? 
embody the recommendations of the 
commission appointed last year by" 
Governor Whitman and legislative 
leaders to Investigate the entire sub-
i e c t 

The proposed terminal commission 
would consist of^se%ren members, In-
eluding the mayor and comptroller of 
New York, two F i r s t district public 
service commissioners and three to be 
appointed by the governor. The com­
mission would be authorized to adopt 
"plans for tfie securing of adequate. 
and comprehensive facilities, for trans­
porting, handling and delivering 
freight, and for securing properly lo­
cated and connected terminals and for-
securing efficient and economical trans­
portation and distribution of food, fuel 
and -merchandise, and for' diminishing 
waste and .reducing cost of handling; 
necessaries of life, and for securing-
the health and safety of the city by 
removlng. the danger 0arid nuisance 
caused by^steam traffic upon the sur­
face of streets and in parks;'1' 

The Ottinger-Adler measures would 
repeal the laws of 1911 and 1917 which, 
respectively, authorized the New York 
Board of Estimate to compel the elim­
ination of tracks at grade" on "Death 
avenue'* and gave the Public Service 
Commission concurrent 'jurisdiction-in 
approving any improvement contract? 
tha t might be-made. 

Replaces Lost Excise Tax. 
The cities of this state a re wonder-* 

ing how they are going to make up the 
deficiency that will 'result if they go 
"dry5' a t the April election, and thereby 
lose the revenue they a re now reeeiv-' 
ing from the excise tax. ' They will 
face a similar situation should the fed­
eral bone dry constitutional amend­
ment be approved, or should tfae-Presir 
dent or the governor Issue a prohibi­
tion order. 

- Committees of the State Conference 
of Mayors and"" Other Oity Officials 
have been "'studying the problem, and 
i t has been ahaounceil a t the confer­
ence -headquarters that-ift solution has 
been worked o u t ,Ih co-operation with 
the s ta te comptroller's office the Com­
mittee on Municipal Finances of the 
conference has drafted a bill giving 
to cities authority , to.make -up a de­
ficiency the first year by issuing reve­
nue bonds to be paid in not more than 
five installments. 

Call Lawmaker Slacker. 
Charges that Assemblyman Lucas E., 

Decker of Queens county had evaded 
the draft law and a request tha t offi­
cial action be taken were contained in 
a letter to Speaker Sweet of the as­
sembly, signed J>y seven voters of 
Queens county and read in the assem-^ 
bly. Decker, who was in _his seat* 
when the letter was read, made no 
comment then, but later denied the 
.charges and said he would make a 
satisfactory explanation.
