'•Rationat aspirations must be re­
spected j peoples may now be dominat­
ed and governed *mly by their own con­
sent. 'Self-determination' »s not a mere 
phrase, I t is an imperative principle 
of action, which siatesinen will hence­
forth ignore at their periU vTe cawno 
have general peace for the a*king, nor 
by the mere arrangements **f a peace 
conference. It cannot be pieced to* 
gether o.«t of individual understand 
ings between powerful states. 

"All the parties to"" this war must 
join ia the settlement of every issne 
anywhere involved in i t ; because what 
we are seeking is a peace that we can 
all unite to guarantee and maintain, 
and every item of "it must be submitted" 
to the common judgment whether it be 
right and fair, an act of justice rather 
than a bargain between sovereigns. 

"The United States has no desire to 
interfere in European affairs or to act 
as arbiter in European territorial dis­
putes. She would disdain to take ad­
vantage of any internal weakness or 
disorder to impose her own will upon 
another people. She is-quite ready to 
be shown that the settlements she hos 
suggested are not the best or the naowt-
endaring. They are only "her own pro­
visional sketch of principles and of the 
way in which they should be applied. 

Austria Called UnwfUmg Partner. 
"But she entered this war because 

she was made a partner, whether she 
would or not, in the sufferings and in­
dignities inflicted by the military mas­
ters "of Germany agah>st the peace and 
security of mankind, and the conditions 
of peace will touch her as they will 
touch any other nalion to which is in­
trusted a leading part in the mainte-

-the articles of peace are nor h a w e d 
in the same way,as items in the final 
accounting. He cannot ask the benefit 
of common agreement in the one field 
without according it in the other. 

Separate Pacts No Remedy. 
"I tuAe it for granted that he sees 

that septirte and selfish compacts with 
regard to trade and the essential ma­
terials of manufacture woxdd afford no 
foundation for peace. Neither., he may 
rest assured, will separate and selfish 
compacts with regard to provinces and 
peoples. / 

"Count Czernin seems to see the fun­
damental elements of peace with clear 
eyes and does not seek to obscure, 
them. He sees that an independent Po­
land, made up of all the indisputable 
Polish peoples who lie contiguous to 
one another, is a matter of European 
concern and must, of course, be con 
ceded; that ^Belgium" must be evacuat­
ed and restored, no matter ^ h a t sacri­
fices and concessions that may involve; 
and that national aspirations must be 
satisfied, even within his own empire, 
in the eommon interest of Europe and 
mankind. ^ 

"If he is silent about questions 
which touch the interest and purpose" 
of his allies more nearly than they 
touch those of Austria only, it must of 
course be because he feels constrained, 
I suppose, to defer to Germany and 
Txirkey in the circumstances. „ 

Czernin Constrained by Germany. 
"Seeing and conceding, a s he does, 

the essential- principles involved and 
the necessity of candidly applying 
them, he naturally feels that Austria* 
can respond to the purpose Of peace as 
expressed by 1:he United States vJth 

than could Ger-
.. many. He wOu^|, probably have gone 

mueh farther had, it not been for the 
embarrassments of Austria's alliances 
and of her dependence upon Germany. 

"After all, the test of whether it is 
possible for either government to go 
any f urther in this comparison of views 
is simple and obvious. The principles 
to be applied are these: 

"First—That each pax-t of the final 
settlement must be based upon the es­
sential justice of ihat particular case 
and upon such adjustments as are most 
likely to bring a peace that will be 
pernsonent. 

"Second—That peoples and provinces 
are not to be bartered about from sov­
ereignty to sovereignty as if they were, 
mere chattels and pawns in a game even 
the great game now forever discxedit-
edf of the balance of power, but that— 

'"Third—Every territorial settlement 
involved in this war must be in the in 
terest 'and for the benefit of the popu­
lations concerned and not as a part of 
any mere ^adjustment or compromise of 
claims among rival states,, and 

"Fourth—That all 'well-defined na­
tional aspiration^ shall be accorded the 
utmost-satisfaction that can be accord­
ed them without introducing n^w, or 
perpetuating old, elements of di^coni 
and antagonisnr that would be likely 
in time to break the peace of Europe, 
and consequently of the world. 

Possibility of Discussion. 
"A general peace erected upon such 

foundations can be diseussecL Until 
such a peace can be secured we have 
no ehdiee but to go on. So far as we 
can judge, these-principles teat we re­
gard as fundamental are already ev­
erywhere aecep'ted as imperative ex­
cept among the spokesmen of the mili­
tary and annexationist party in Ger­
many.

billon Ratification,

First Skirmish in the Fight to P«ut New 

York in the Dry Cohmm Will Occur 
on Feb. 26, Before the Assem-

bly.Judtciary Committee. 

Albany.—It is now admitted that 
prohibition sentiment in the legislature 
is considerably J£ss than was expect­
ed, It is believed now that there is lit­
tle or no eftanee of either the resolu­
tion ratifying the federal prohibition 
amendment or the statewide war ^mer' 
gency prohibition bill being passed a t 
the present session. 

Speaker S\Veet was asked what he 
thought were the chances of the fed­
eral amendment. 

"I do not want to -say." he replied, 
"but I will say Ihfs: the men who have 
cosie out openly for this measure are 
fewer than had been expected." 

The annual prohibition field day in 
the asset ibiy this year will be held at 
two o'clock, February 2§, in the assem­
bly chamber. The Judiciary Committee 
will then give a hearing on the resolu­
tion to ratify the federal amendment 
and it is expected that the Excise Com­
mittee will sit at the same tim<o to hear 
arguments or, the war emergency pro­
hibition lull. This will give the wet 
and dry advocates throughout thfe 
state a chance to be heard at one time 
on the twt big liquor measures before 
the present session of the legislature. ^ 

In the meantime the proposal to sub­
mit the ratification amendment to ft 
referendum ~nt the people at the *wset 
election and to have the legislature 
base its action on the result next year 
Is being seriously considered by many 
legislators. < 

The assemiy passed the Fearon bill 
permitting second-class cities in which 
local option elections might be heid 
next April to hold up their budget esjti: 

If the wet forcfei 
win, the estimate from liquor.taxes can 
then be inducted, but if they lose the 
"Uies are given the right to find "new 
sources of revenue to make xi\. the Io|?s.

The same unfortunate condition pre­
vailing on the railroads which pre­
vents the farmers from securing the 
much needed seeds for spring planting 
is responsible'for the fact that whole­
some wheat is being fed to the ho^s. 
The farmers are una hie to have cotn 
shipped to them to feed their eatt!;e, 
said Senator Brown, and therefore 
have no alternative than- to give'tljie 
cattle the wheat'which the armies of 
Europe are crying for and has caused 
the observance of ' wheatless days 
throughout this country. :

Albany was erroneous, "The big.ques­
tion is the drawing np of a bill that -
will eliminate the bad ^features of the 
old system, incorporate" some new ones 
made necessary by onr presence fa the 
big war, prove acceptable, to Governor 
Whitman and ms|ke boxing as a "busi­
ness unattractive for the vicious ^le-1 

ment and those who have no1 the wel­
fare of the game at heart," said Mc­
Cue. 

"This may look like a mighty big and 
perhaps Impossible job, but it eatr be 
done. I am persuaded that tf-_we cms 
get together a feuffieient number of-
5newspaper w'riters who have analyzed 
the qaestion thoroughly, legal lights 
who want to see clean boxing and oth­
ers who can volnnteer helpful »ag-
gestlons, we can get a bill that, will 
meet all the requirements. The bill" 
which I introduced some .time ago la ' 
not In its final form. I know that It Is 
hot perfect, and I am anxious to have 
It amended for the better. I do not 
want to get boxing back for the benefit 
of so many clubs In each city. I don't 
care whether they accept my bill <or 
somebody else's bill—whether they call 
it the McCue bill or the John -Smith 
bill—just as long as^ \VP one** more 
legalize boxing on a new and helpful 
scale, so that it will become an aid to 
our military and social !ne rather than 
a drag. If we can draw tip such a bill 
the governor will be for it. I know 
that we can get the votes in" both the 
assembly and the senate." 

McCue's contention, is correct, and a 
bill to meet every sane ebjee%m «\in 
be drawn up. There, Is no ctuestion 
about getting the votes at Albanv. If 
any such difficulty looms up, what h i s 
become of the hundreds of assurances 
from members of the le£rislarvU'»e t in t 
they would vote for a satisfactory box­
ing" bill? To be sure, these nss^rance*? 
were given before election, but It roisrht 
be a good idea to honor them anyway.
