T h e measure, which was introduced 
by, the Senate Judiciary Committee 
a n d by Majority Leader Simon L. Ad-
ier of the assembly, provides two days 
- f personal enrollment for the women 
in New York, Buffalo and Kochester, 
t h e th ree first class cities, while in 
the res t of the s t a t e women may enroll 
by certificate ei ther in person before 
commissioners of election or By cer­
tificate a t tes ted by witness and ei ther 
mailed, delivered or filed with the 
coinniissionei's of election a t any t ime 
between May 13 and. June 13. 

The women insist t ha t t h e r e should 
be personal enrollment in all places 
throughout the s ta te with a popula­
t ion.of over 5,000. 

Bits, Helen" M. Loaviit, executive 
secretory of the Sta te Woman Suf­
frage party, declared tha t the women 
Would r a the r not vote a t the p u m a r i e s 
a t aE than not have the same method 
of enrolling as the m a t . The execu­
tive boanl of the S ta te -Woman Suf­
frage par ty recently sidopted resolu­
t ions declar ing tha t the suffragists, 
recognizing t&e need of saving money, 
would waive special enrollment days 
if they could not have personal en­
rollment.
