Canning is a good deal more 
fuh if two people work .at it than if 
just one is doing it. I have a good can­
ning outfit, and we really get a lot of 
pleasure out of our day's work be­
sides exchanging knowledge on the sub­
ject. Since we have a power wash­
er, the hired man brings his family 
laundry over every Monday and on 
Tu.esdjay morning, bright and early his 
wife and I do the laundry."

!Phe* delicate vocal organs of song 

birds respond magically to special care 
bestowed upon the diet. For this rea­
son,/says Popular Science Monthly, 
birds* that are cultivated in captivity 
are fed specially prepared foods de­
signed to furnish maximum nourish­
ment with minimum labor of the di­
gestive organs, 

A *£ood which has been found espe­
cially valuable to bird- breeders has for 
its principal ingredients Japanese mos-
qmitoes and ants' eggs. It is prepared 
by an expert on the care and feeding 
of birds. The reason the insects are 
imported from Japan is that the Japa­
nese have a method of catching them 
in large quantities which as yet Amer­
icans have not discovered.

A prosperous Oriental jcity < nestled 
in a fertile valley between two moun­
tains and surrounded by gardens and 
olive groves, Shechem or Nablus, as, 
it is now called, occupies the site of 
some of the most impressive scenes in 
Bible history, says the Christian Her­
ald. .Here Abraham pitched his tent 
and made the first stoppmg place in 
his migration to the country of which 
the Lord, said: "Unto thy seed will I 
give this lanoL" Here Joseph .divided 
the Israelites into two ho>jts, | one of 
which encampM on the slops Qf Mount 
Ebal qjsrUie north and the k h e r on the 
slope of Mbunt Gerizim 0:1 £he south, 
while'' the Levites read the law of 
Moses which was to be the constitution 
of th& infant nation. Sheeham seems to 
have been a sort of capital for The 
Hebrew nation even after David had 
established his residence at Jerusalem, 
as we read in I Kings 12 that all Israel 
assembled at Shechem to ermvn Relj.o-
bbam. The separatist elem mis of the 
nation sought to legitimati-zw their acts 
by making Shechem a temporary cap­
ital, although the residence of the 
northern kings was established at a 
point about six miles nortiwest and 
called Samaria. 

Shechem is nowhere mentioned by 
name in the New Testamoit, though 
either it or suburb appears in John 
4:5 under the name of Svchar; and 
it was here, at Jacob's wel., that the 
Samaritan woman met ChiiSt and first 
heard the,message of Ms universal gos­
pel. * Jacob's well is still pointed out 
and is almost the only undisputed land­
mark of our Lord's earthly life. The 
city nowr contains about 25 0D0 inhabits 
ants. Nablus contains a small colony 
of about 200 persons, who claim to be 
the descendants of the Israelites of 
the northern kingdom. Clhey accept 
only the five books of Mosefe as being 
of divine authority and hold Mount 
GerMm to be, the seat o:! their reli­
gion, instead of Jerusalem.
