Trenton.—To prevent further undue 
criticism, the opinion was expressed 
both by Chairman Gill and Assembly­
man Wilson of the House Goromitiee 
on Education at the conclusion of the 
hearing into alleged failure to live up 
to the. school laws that the law per­
taining to the duties of the assistant 
commissioners of education should be 
made more flexible. Under, the law 
these officials are directed to devote 
their entire time to the inspection of 
schools and are not permitted, under 
the) statute, to perform other duties, 
even if the commissioner deemed it 
advisable. 

"It is autocratic and unwise,*' was 
the comment of the chairman, which 
was concurred in by Mr. Wilson 
"There should be more freedom given 
the commissioner and the law should 
be amended." 

Before, adjournment was taken Mr. 
.0111 announced that unless the com­
mittee decided to go further into the 
summer school situation, no further 
hearings would be held. 

In response to a q\iery from Chair­
man Gill as to whether he should not 
have a freer rein in the performance 
of hif duties, rather than have the 
State board pass upon his actions, 
J>r. Calvin[,N. Kendall, state commis­
sioner of education, replied that he 
could recall but one instance where 
the state board refused to confirm an 
appointment recommended by himr and 
that was relative to a county superin­
tendence'. In the judgment of Doctor 
Kendall, it was- perfectly proper that 
the state board should have the final 
say. 

During the course of his remarks 
Doctor Kendall justified Ms action in 
directing his assistants to perform 
work other than that of inspecting 
schools. The duties they have' been 
performing outside the statutory re­
quirements, Doctor Kendall asserted, 
were for the benefit of the schools of 
tiie state. 

Administration of the school law, in 
the judgment of the commissioner, is a 
big job. He added that unless he is 
permitted to employ his assistants in 
directions other than the statute per­
mitted he would be in a predicament. 
. Chairman Gill, in referring to the 
summer school situation, said he had a 
complaint that one of 8the teachers was 
paid $237 a month, and asked Doctor 
Kendall if he didn't consider the sum­
mer schools an extravagant expense. 
Doejtor Kendall said he was not aware 
of a teacher being paid the amount in 
igiestion, but said that he had encoun­
tered much difficulty in procuring 
school teachers. He added that in his 
judgment these institutions were do­
ing a magnificent work for the state. 

Censorship for Movies Fails. 
Lacking four votes of the number 

Required to pass the bill (house 350) 
to create a motion picture eensorship-
in the state, the introducer, Assembly­
man Roberts, will have the bill recon­
sidered. It received only 27 votes. 
The opposition strength was 26 votes, 

In advocating its passage Mr. Rob­
erts said the bill was similar to the 

"4&w in Ohio. It would create a "board 
of- reviewers." The imposition of fees 

: is counted on to make -the board self 
Supporting, and the existence of the 
censorship is relied upon to develop a 
better character of pictures. 

Mr. Simpson denounced t l ^ bill as 
leing bad in th^t it hit a t the princi­
ple of free speech. Consistency with 
it would justify the censorship of 
newspapers. He considered movie cen­
sorship would be un-American and 
the bill would hit a big industry in 
the state from a financial standpoint. 

"Anti-Bottle" Bill Passes. 

The "anti-bottle" bill introduced by 
Mr. Roberts of Burlington county was 
passed In the house by the vote of 40 
to 14 after it had been materially 
amended. The bill was brought up 
three times during the day. Mr. Rob­
er ts -explained that its prime purpose 
was to -stop the,-, sale of spirituous 
liquors in bottles at retail, a practice 
which was found especially harmful 
ip. rural sections. 

When first taken up Doctor Coch­
ran of Atlantic county l \ad. the bill 

:Jaid over and did thelsame thing a sec­
ond time, with the added request of 
Mr. Hershfield of 1'assaie county and 
Minority* Leader Simpson. Doctor 
Cochran later offered an amendment 
by' which the prohibition of the sale 
Will not become operative until a mu­

nicipality adopts a regulapry ordi­
nance or resolution, S. 

After the amendment of Doctor 
Cochran was; adopted and when tiie 
bill was finally eaUud up Mr. Roberts 
remarked that it seemed to be gaining 
momentum with each delay and with 
a few more probably would.be passed 
unanimously. 

The opponents of the bill ^were Av 
sembiymen Applegate,- Foxhall,, Galla* 
gher, Herriek, Hershfield, Hirschberg, 
Hurley, McGovern, Rogers, Schneider, 
Smith, Snow, Tattersali and Yreeiandi 

As passed, most of the members con­
sider the bill as a slight strengthening 
of the "bishop's law." Doctor Coch­
ran said his amendment was intended 
to keep wholesalers ont of direct com­
petition with retailers. He said the 
bill as amended wwild be effective b y 
action of the local attthorities in any 
mxmicipality where abuses in the liq-
our business occurred. 

Impeachment Articles Filed. 
Following the adoption of formal ar­

ticles of impeachment in the assembly 
against Wilbur D. Speee, the Atlantic 
county justice of the peace who has 
been convicted of crime, the proceed­
ings under the constitution to oust 
him were initiated in the senate when 
the house managers of the impeach­
ment formally presented the charges 
to the other body. The trial will -be 
conducted? by the senators.-

The house managers* consist of the 
"members of the Judiciary Committee. 
That body presented its report to the 
house, and the assemblymen adopted 
the articles by unanimous vote of 42 
to 0. 

Would Protect "Bob White." 
Throngh reconsideration- and amend­

ment of his bill, (house 246) Mr. Wil­
son of Sussex county was able \o se­
cure passage of the measure in the 
house, although the original bill had 
been defeated last week. The bill 
would have prevented the. shooting of 
quail in the state for five years. Mem­
bers fromApther titan tiie northern 
counties were^pposed. to the measure 
and defeated' it. 

To overcome their • objections Mr. 
Wilson had the prohibition apply only 
to four counties—Warren, Sussex, 
Morris and Bei-gen. I t appears the 
quail are disappearing in the north­
ern end of the state. 
For Referendum on Public Defender. 

If any connty desires to have a pub-
lie defender as a foil to the prosecutor 
in the county courts they will be al­
lowed to create the position, after a 
referendum if the Morgan bill {house 
396), which was passed in the assem­
bly,, becomes a statute. —Mr. Morgan 
had previously introduced another bill 
which made it mandatory on the gov­
ernor to appoint such an official, bur 
the house defeated thai measure. 

Names on Ballots by Lot. 
By unanimous vote the assembly 

supported the bill introduced by Minor­
ity Leader Simpson (house 421) to 
aboMsh the arrangement in alphabeti­
cal order of the names of candidates 
at elections." His substitute plan pro­
vides that the order shall be fixed by 
lot; The bill was declared carried by 
the vote of 55 to 0. 

Mr. Simpson said the bill would 
eliminate what has become a public 
scandal, in that i t win prevent politi­
cal leaders from digging into directo­
ries to find a name that begins with 
double A. 

Bridge Board Named. 
Governor Edge sent to/ the senate 

the appointments of the eight mem­
bers of the new Interstate Bridge and 
Tunnel Commission under the bills he 
approved. The eight appointees are all 
members of the two baards which pass­
ed out of existence with .the approval 
of the bills. They a r e : Attorney Sam­
uel T. French of Camden, for two 
years; former Mayor Richard T. Col-
lings of Collingswood, for one year; 
Sheriff' Daniel B. Hendrickson of. 
Woodbury, for^three years; Thomas J. 
S. • Barlo'^' of Maple Shade, for four 
years; Weller H. Noyes of Tenafly, for 
four years; Palmer Campbell of Ho-. 
boken, for two years; Thomas N. Mc-
Cai'ter of Rumsen, for\ three Syears; 
former Governor BVanklin Murphy of 
Newark, for one year* 

Mr. McCarter is president of the 
Public Service Corporation and has de ; 

voted much time toj the study of the 
problem of tunnel and bridge construc­
tion. I t is expected that the governor, 
who ,is ex officio a member of the new 
commission, .will call a meeting for or­
ganization at once so that no time may 
be lost in the great work.

"claring it to be a step to break down 
the educational qtmJihVations, for fheir 
noble profession. This the physicians, 
led by Dr. Hugh Costeii, as vigorously 
denied, stating that the standard of 
qualification is now so restrictive that 
it is impossible for the hospitals to get 
sufficient nurses or * applicants for 
training.

Acreage of Grain Crop 

Washington, D. C—The planting of 
an increased acreage to spring ^fheat 
and the production of an incresise^ sup­
ply of other food products and of live 
stock, especially hogs, is recommend­
ed .in a supplementary food prpduptkm 
program Issued by the United States 
department of agriculture. [ 

This program re-emphasizes Hand am­
plifies the food-production program 
for 191S issued by the department in 
August, 1817, and other suggestions 
madVln the fall and the first of this 
year regarding Increased pork! produc­
tion and increased production'of food­
stuffs in the South. Taken. In, connec­
tion with the recoxnmendatiJMis previ-j 
ously made, it suggests l]a fujil the pro­
posals which the department :hinks It 
desirable to offer with a vljê v tp se­
cure enough meat and dairy prod­
ucts, cereals, sugar and otijwr staple 
and perishable-foods, wool ind cotton 
for thft'nation, Its armies, apd the al­
lies. It gives suggestions forj the ap­
proaching spring operations, b'ased 
upon the latest available lufor-mlatlon 
as to the condition of the fall-planted 

xcrops of winter wheat and rye and a s 
to the number of meat and Idairy ani­
mals-reported for 1917. T!i«jy repre­
sent the best* thought of tie special­
ists of the department who lave had 
the benefit of, gdvice from agricultu­
ral leaders throughout the country. 

Our Best Efforts Required. 
"Notwithstanding an incrsKSe^ pro­

duction of staple crops In th-s United 
States in 1917, there is neec for'more 
food?!' -tiie program states. "Taking 
into account our own needs, tiie needs 
o£ the nations associated „wi ;h us In 
this war, and the needs of] friendly 
neutral nations^ our best efforts will 
be required to provide endudi food in 
1918. Whether the war continues or 
not, the demands on this country, be­
cause of,the iner€?asing population and 
the needs of tEuropeVill be greati An 
especially strong demand will be1 made 
on this country for meats and live 
stock, Ia 1917^ notwithstanding the 
many difficulties encountered,, the 
farmers planted the largest J acreages 
In the history of the nation, harvested 
record v crops of most thing's except 
wheat, and siicceeded in jfreatiy In­
creasing the number'of liv£ jstoek," 

"The situation Is such that (chief em­
phasis should be given to^tbe produc­
tion of the great staple food products, 
with special stress on wheat tod; hogs, 
the'leading war foods/' 

The South is urged to provide food 
for its own people and feed f^r its live 
stock and then to plant as raujeh (cotton, 
as can well be-cultivated and harvest­
ed. To raisers of hogs and beef ani­
mals the world need for meats and 
fats is made clear. Farmers are;urged 
to join with the men on the Ranges in 
providing sheep1 whose wo^l is needed 
to equip soldiers. | . 

The program discusses the farm1 la­
bor problem, points out the llnesof ef­
fort for relief, and outlines the' (activi­
ties of the federal and state agencies 
to furnish1 assistance. -

Spring Wheat. 
In dealing with the question of 

spring wheat, the program states 
The acreage of spring wheat (should 

be increased ih order to make certain 
that we shall have an adequate -supply 
of wheat for oqr own uses an,d to meet 
the needs of the allies. ' 

"While the area -pt winter 'wheat 
sown In 1917 was the largest on record, 
the condition of the crop?'a8 reported 
on December 1, was the ^lowest ever 
recorded, indicating a probable produc­
tion of only 540,000,000 bushels. 
Whether the actual production will be 
greater or less than the estimate will 
depend upon conditions prefaiUng be­
tween now and the time of hurvest. If 
there were planie* to spring wheat in 
the United States this year s.n acreage 
equal to the sum of the reeori planting 
In each spring wheat state within the 
last ten years, there would be sown* ap­
proximately 23,300,000 acresj If there 
should be planted an acreage equal to 
the sum of the record plantin * for each 
state within the last five y^ars there 
would be sown approximately |21,000,-
000 acres. The record planti ig.for any 
year was 20,381,000, In 1911. [The acre­
age for 1917 was 18,511,000. ( 

"The department of agriculture has 
carefully studied all these records and 
other data in connection with t&e pres­
ent war conditions and needs, land be­
lieves that it will be possible this year 
to secure an acreage in excessi of the 
record acreage which was planted in 
1911. Ill i s believed that I increased 
acreages can be secured in states and 
sections where spring-wheat production 
is known to be reasonably promising, 
sud that such increases can be made 
without upsetting farm plan^. . 

II is'hoped that many farmers, espe­
cially in the northern part of the corn 
belt, will find it possible to plant five 
to ten acres additional in wheat. In 
some cases they will plant more. In

To a small exteni the acreage in 
oats, if necessary, eoulli be reduced ia 
the Interest of wheat. "Likewise, a 
very small portion of the acreage 
which normally would be planted to 
corn in the northern part of the corn 
belt might be sown to spring wheat. 

If the acreage of spring wheat indl-
eatedfor some of the states cannot be 
planted, the barley acreage, which is 
known to grow better In some locali­
ties, might be increased. The use of 
barley for food is increasing in ' this 
country am* it Is a welcome food In 
Europe. 
Summary of Other Recommendations. 

Following is a summary of other im­
portant recommendations regarding 
cereals, meat, poultry, and perishables* 

Hogs. The number of hogs should 
be increased by i&t least 15 per cent 
during the year 1918. 

Sugar. Effort should b« m&da to 
maintain the acreage of sugar cane and 
sugar beets, and to Increase these 
areas in so far a» these crops are well 
established or are necessary to sound 
agricultural practice. 

Production of satisfactory substi­
tutes for sugar, including sorghum, 
eorn-jand cane sirup, maple products 
and goney can and should be to-
creased. 

Sorghum sirup. It is pointed out, may 
be produced in nearly every state In 
the Union, and Increased production of 
sorghum sweets would enable the pub­
lic to, conserve still further, the sugar 
supply in the form most available for 
transportation to our soldiers. 

Dairy Products. The supply of dairy 
products should be maintained to meet 
the needs of this country and to help 
supply the increasing demands of" the 
allies. . 

Poultry. Poultry production should 
be increased greatly, especially in back 
yards and on farms where waste mate­
rial Is available and the purchase of 
expensive grains and other material is 
not required. 

Corn. An acreage of corn approxi­
mately equal to that of 1917 should b« 
planted, with possible slight reductions 
in certain sections to free areas for 
spring wheat. 

Oats, Barley, Rice, Buckwheat and 
Flaxseed. The area In oats should be 
maintained, especially in regions and 
on soils which are not so well adapted 
to other grains, but with a small reduc­
tion to provide for increasing the 
wheat acreage. Barley production 
should be increased in regions where 
it grows best, especially in the north­
ern edge of the corn belt and In sec­
tions north and west of the belt; and 
rice, buckwheat and flaxseed produc­
tion- should be maintained and, If pos­
sible, Increased. 

Grain Sorghums. The production of 
grain sorghums (kafir, mile, feterita, 
etc.) should be increased greatly 
throughout the drier^ portion of the 
Plains region. Kafirs are the most 
certain grain crops ia this section and' 
they can be made to supplement wheat 
as human food and to replace corn aa 
animal food. 

Potatoes. The normal acreage of 
Irish and sweet potatoes should be 
maintained In 1918, notwithstanding 
the large crops In 1917. 

Hay»( Forage and Pastures,, Wher­
ever feasible, the„area deyoted- to hay,, 
forage and silage crops should be In­
creased and these products should be 
used to a greater extent In place of 
grains and other concentrates. 

Beef Animals. The number of beef 
animals should be maintained and, ia 
areas where it is dearly the best range 
and farm practice, should be increased. 

Beans, Pezs and Peanuts. The pro­
duction of beans and peas should be 
increased in regions to which they ar« 
adapted, because of their high food 
value, keeping qualities, and availabil­
ity for domestic or export trade. Soy" 
beans and peanuts should be increased 
In order to supplement beans and peas 
as human food, a s a source of much 
needed oil, and as animal feeds. 

Perishables, (a) Market gardens 
near large consuming centers should 
be Increased so as to meet, as nearly 
as possible, the needs of the communi­
ty, and in. order to obviate the neces­
sity of transporting such products 
from distant points. 

It-is important to do all that Is pos­
sible to relieve the strain upon trans­
portation facilities. 

(b) The planting of home gardens, 
especially for family needs and for 
preserving food tor future use, again 
should be emphasized. 

(c) The commercial production of 
perishables generally should be In­
creased above normal wherever i t is 
reasonably clear that transportation 
and marketing facilities will be avail­
able.
