Legislation restoring the party nom­
ination convention for state and judi­
cial officers was introduced in the sen­
ate by Senator Newton, chairman of 
the special committee appointed to in­
vestigate the operation of the direct 
primary law. 

( The delegates to these, nominating 
conventions are to be selected at offi­
cial primaries in each assembly dis­
trict, and the right to review their 
election is restricted to the courts, thus 
doing away with the Convention Com­
mittee on Contested Seats, which fre­
quently brought the nominating eon* 
vention into disrepute in the past, 
delegates to the convention may be 
pledged to the nomination of a certain 
candidate for state or judicial office if 
the enrolled electors so desire, accord­
ing to another provision of the bill.
