Albany.—in an effort to ispeed up 
legislation ia the hope of aa!early ad­
journment the legislature had aa in­
formal session on Saturday,! contrary 
to immemorial custom. This procedure 
will make Saturday a legislative, date 
and enable earlier action of several 
amended bills. 

The request to have a session was 
made to the assembly by the senate. 
Speaker Thaddeus C. Sweet immedi­
ately agreed, as he lias been more 
than anxious to bring the session to a 
close before the spring planting. The 
assembly already has set Apx'il 5 as a 
tentative date for adjournment* ia a 
resolution which is 'now before the 
Finance Committee in the senate. ** 

When the Finance Committee, of 
whieh Senator Henry M,\Sage of Al­
bany is chairman, reports the resolu­
tion, probably in an amended form, 
setting a; later date for J adjournment, 
the Rules Committee of the assembly 
will take charge of all legislation, and 
the real speeding up process will be­
gin. 

Another bill granting half fare rates 
to all children attending nontuition 
schools was introduced in the assem­
bly by Assemblyman John V. MeKee 
of the Bronx. The bill was referred 
to ' rhe Railroads Committee, where a 
similar bill" by the Socialist block in 
the house is now buried. 

The state superintendent of elec­
tions is authorized to appoint 100 ad­
ditional deputies nnder the terms -of a 
bill by Assemblyman Thomas- E. 
Brown'ee, Republican of Kings. Tot­
ing by women is the reason for the 
bill. 

Assemblyman Benjamin Gitiow, So­
cialist of the Bronx, introduced a;bill 
which in effect, would repeal an order 
issued by Benjamin B, Odell, state ice 
comptroller. The bill repeals that 
seetioa of the law under which the 
comptroller has power to prohibit the 
manufacture and sale of artificial ice 
in New York city, Long Island and the 
counties bordering the Hudson * river 
as far north as Albany and Rensselaer 
counties. 

Group life insurance for workers is 
provided for in a bill- introduced by 
Assemblyman Frank L. Gardner of 
Dutchess. Under the terms of the pro­
posed legislation such insurance nray^ 
be issued to an employer and must 
cover at least 50 employees. The ne­
cessity of medical examinations is left 
optional. The premiam is to be paid 
jointly by the employer and employee. 

The insurance, the bill provides, 
must be for a i>eaeficiary other than 
the employer. The form of policy 
mast be approved by the state super-
iateadent of iasurance, aad' aa ia-
dividual certificate must be issued to 
the employee. 

Farm Board Confirmed. 
Governor Whitman won in his three-

month fight with, opposition within the 
Repabiicaa party whea the seaate con­
firmed his appointmeats to the. state 
coaaeil of farms and markets. 

The confirmation came withoat a" 
meeting of the Finance Committee of 
the Senate and apoa the motion of 
Senator Henry M. Sage, its chairman. 
Organization of the new eouncil, with 
John Mitchell, foremost labor leader 
of the state, still at its head, is ex­
pected at once so that no time may 
be lost uv preparing the farmers of 
the state for- maximum prodnetioa of 
food this summer.
