1 Yeast Cake 
-| Cup Lukewarm Water 
2 Cups Boilihg Water, or 1 

cup milk and I eup water 
. 2 Cups Rolled Oats 
1 Cup Graham Flour 
S Cups White Flour 

i Cup Brown Sugar; or Kara Syrup 
2 Tablespoonfuls Shortening, melted. 

" Lard, Compound, qr Oleo-
1 Teaspoonful Salt 

Pour the boiling water over oatmeal, ccper and let stand until lukewarm. Bis* t 
solve yeast and sugar in one-half cup of lukewarm water, add shortening and add 
this to the oatmeal and water. Add one cup of flour, or enough to make an ordinary 
sponge. Beat well, cover and let rise until light. Add the rest of the flour, and salt; 
knead well, let rise overnight. In the morning put in tinsund proceed as with ordi­
nary bread. Bake 45 or SO minutes in a hot o-^en. 

If corn meal is obtainable, a mixture of oatmeal and corn meal may be substi* 
tuted for graham and oatmeah a little more liquid is then necessary.
