The city has been de­
prived of the use of wa te r power for 
k,even years because of the construc­
tion of a new dam in the Oswego 
I'iver. 

Senator John I>, Stivers of Middle-
town presented a measure to amend 
the mil i tary t raining law relat ive to 
organization, duties and privileges of 
the New York Guard. The guard is to 
be subject lo t h e provisions of the 
military law and provis ions ' in respect 
to the National Guard and ent i t led to 
the same r ights and privileges with 
certain exception. 

Senator (Siater introduced a bill rela­
t ive to the public heal th law, requir­
ing all boys reaching t h e age of six­
teen during 1913 to registex* with the 
heal th officer of his heal th district in 
January , 1919.
