Some people are under the impres­
sion that the money which Uncle Sara 
is lending tolthe Allies leaves America 
for expenditure in Europe and other 
foreign countries. 

Virtually 
all of it is expended right here at 
home for American produced goods, 
munitions, and foodstuffs. Since the 
declaration of war against Germany 
on April 6, 1917, Congress has author­
ized the lending of $7,000,000v000 to 
tlie Allies, to be paid over before July 
1, 1918. tJp to November 1 the Allies 
had ' received advances aggregating. 
$3,691,400,000. They-had expended in 
America for supplies §2,758,900,000, 
and had remaining to their credit in 
the United States treasury a .balance 
of '§982,500,000. , " 

From April to November the .Allies 
had been borrowing from Uncle Sam 
at the rate of approximately $500,000,-
000 a month. And they had' been 
spending it with-us almost as rapidly 
as they got it. Thus the money which 
you put into Liberty Bonds in the 
two preceding campaigns has been 
trickling back through the channels of 
commerce in an uninterrupted stream.

RED CROSS DRIVE 
FOR $100,000,0 
TO STARTJAY 
All Chapters to Participate in 

Pig Nation-Wide Campaign 
Lasting One Week, 

* \ 
The second $100,000,000 War Fund 

campaign of the American'Red Cross 
will begin on May 20 and continue 
through that week, according to au 
announcement made by Ga M. Dahl, 
chairman of the War Fund Committee 
for the 'Atlantic Division of the Red 
Cross. This announcement followed 
the receipt of a telegram from the 
War1, Council of the Rod, Cross. 

The big Red Cross campaign was 
originally set for May 6 to 15, bin; on 
account of possible interference with 
the Liberty Loan drive it was decided 
that the later date would more effec­
tively serve the interest of the Red 
Cross, and the Liberty Loan Commit­
tees. l~f>, '' 

The campaign" will be nation-wide 
with each of the thirteen Division 
Headquarters and all Red Cross Chap­
ters participating. Arrangements for 
the campaigmjn the Atlantic Division, 
which embraces the,.States of New 
York, New Jersey and Connecticut, are 
being made tinder the direction of Mr, 
Dahl, who is Vice-President of the 
Chase National Bank of New York City. 

$77,721,918 Alrpady Appropriated. 
Through the. action of the War Coun­

cil the campaign for the second $100,-
000,000 War Fund will start approxi­
mately eleven months after the first 
$100,000,000 War Fund Drive. The "first 
campaign was launched .Time 18, five 
weeks after President Wilson appoint­
ed the War Council, headed by Henry 
P . Davison. At the outset of its activ­
ities the War Council saw the need of 
a huge war fund, not only to uphold 
the morale arid conserve the strength 
'of our Army and Navy, brtt also to 
care for the helpless civilian sufferers 
in Europe. 

The public immediately responded to 
the appeal, subscribing more than 
$100,000,000. Interest added to the 
contributions brought the total fund to 
$105,099,257. 

Of this amount $77,721,918 has been 
appropriated for Red Cross activities 
at home and abroad. In addition, $17,-
000,121 was refunded to chapters for 
supplies and local relief work, leaving 
a remainder of $10,371,217 now availa­
ble for appropriations. For the benefit 
of France, alone_ jfche - American Red 
Cross has expended more than $30,-
000,000. 

At the time of its first war fund 
campaign the membership of the Red 

I Crqss was a 'little more than 500,000, 
Today, as a result of the membership 
campaign during the 'week preceding 
Christmas; the Red Cross has approxi­
mately 28,000,000 members, not includ­
ing the membership in its Junior De­
partment, a collateral branch of {he 
parent organization, which has en-

l rolled a large percentage of the school 
'children of the United States. ^*
