"Dry" Legislators at .Albany 
Compromise With "Wets" as 

Prohibition Measure Fails. -

Albany.—Balked in the i r a t t empt to 

br ing about immediate ratification of 
the federal prohibition amendment , 
"dry" legislators have compromised 
wi th a faction -t>f the "we t s " on a bill 
d rawn by Senator J ames A. Emerson 
of War ren bar r ing traffic in liquors 
other than mal t l iquors and, wines 
af ter December 31 nes t . 

This move came jus t af ter the sen­
a te by a vote of 27 to 22 had adopted 
a concurrent resolution proposing -an 
amendment to the s t a t e constitution 
prohibit ing a f te r September 30, 1920, 
the "manufacture, sale or t ranspor ta­
tion of intoxicating liquor for bever­
age purposes." The s ta te amendment 
was adopted af ter less than an hour ' s 
deba te by a vote of 14 Republicans 
and 13 Democrats , 18 of whom a r e 
representa t ives of New York city 
counties. Only one Democrat, Senator 
Bernard Downing of New York city, 
voted against t he amendment . 

Senator Emerson's Sta tement . 
"If the people a r e fbr temperance 

they ought to get behind my bill," de­
clared Senator Emerson af ter he had 
introduced the bill permit t ing the traf­
ficking in only beers and light wines 
after December 31. " i t i s a real tem­
perance bill." " 

"Dry" forces general ly a re expected 
to support the bill. Senator William 
H„ Hill of Broome, "dry" leader of the 
legislature, deelared tha t h e eoul-d not 
see his -way clear to vote against the 
bill and indicated he would support it . 

William A. Davie, counsel for the 
Ami-Saloon League, sat^in conference 
with the T a x Committee when the bill 
was framed and aided in some of t h e 
amendments . H e deelared af ter the 
senate session tha t the league would 
be in favor of i t s friends in the legis­
la ture supporting the bill. 

"We have simply a benevolent intei*-
est in the bill," he explained. 

The bill was in substance the beer 
and wine bill introduced severa l 'weeks 
ago by the T a x Committee of the sen­
ate , of which Senator Emerson is 
chairman. A long s t r ing of amend­
ments were offered when he reported 
rhe bill to the senate from his com­
mittee. 

The bill bars the trafficking in liq­
uors other than mal t liquors and wines 
after December 31 forever. In this 
feature i t is a decided, amendment of 
the committee bill, which was nierely 
proposed to be operat ive after Septem­
ber 30, this 3'ear, for the period of the 
war and for six months thereafter . 

The bill proposes to limit to not 
more than 3 pe r cent, the alcoholic 
content of beers and the alcoholic con­
tent of wines to the alcohol created in 
manufacture. 

The bill allows 30 days after Jan­
uary 1 next for the disposal of s tocks 
of distilled liquors ba r red by t h e bill. 

Following J a n u a r y 1, when the bill 
becomes effective, the bill reduces by 
one-third the amount of liquor t a x li­
censes now made effective by the 
Brown law e t las t year . Under th is 
provision the liquor t ax license for sa­
loons in Albany, would be decreased 
from $1,200 to $800 after J anua ry 1, 
1919. License would be charged for a t 
the r a t e of $1,200 a year for the th ree 
months beginning October 1, when li­
cense fees a re payable, and a t the r a t e 
of-$800 a yea*- for the nine months 
from J a n u a r y 1 to the succeeding Sep­
tember 30. making the total license fee 
for Albany, payable October 1 next, 
$1,200 and $800 for each succeeding 
year. 

, Insure Health, Report Urges. 
The Sta te Federa t ion of Labor has 

given out a report p repared by the 
federation's Committee on Heal th , of 
which James M. Lynch, a member of 
the S ta te Indus t r ia l Commission, is 
chairman, which emphasizes the value 
of heal th insurance as an after the 
war measure. The repor t is said to 
embody the principles of a bill in t ro­
duced in the legislature by Senator 
Court land Nieoll jof New York city. 
The repor t s a y s : 

"Hea l th insurance, mutual ly man­
aged and mutually supported a t ac tual 
cost under the supervision of the s ta te , 
will be—even more than workmen's 
compensation is—a benefit to t h e em-
ployees^ and w e do not hes i ta te to add 
t h a t if employers will show a spir i t of 
co-operation heal th insurance will soon 
be recognized as equally beneficial to 
industry. 

"We believe, furthermore, tha t most 
friction, resul t ing in open hostility, be­
tween workmen and thei r employees 
might be removed 'a t the source' if 

-there were more jus t such opportuni­
ties for workmen and the i r employers 
to consult together over such mat te r s 
of common interest a s the conserva­
tion of the heal th and efileiency of the 
workers ." , 

Other advan tages tha t the au thor of 
the repor t th inks will result , from the 
proposed legislation a re the securing 
of a * maximum sustained ou tpu t 
t r o u g h Increase*! efficiency of work­

e r ^ m e reduction of the high cost o t 
labor-due. to sickness and an increase 
of vigor in the labor populat ion of the 
coming generat ion because of adequate 
c a r e of women, during materni ty • 

T h e repor t urges-a businesslike man­
agement of sick funds. 

Would Amend Taxat ion Law*. 
Problems affecting the collection of 

probably the s t a t e ' s most impor tant 
single source of revenue—last year 
net t ing approximately fourteen million 
dollars—will be discussed a t the com­
ing conference of the s t a te t ransfer 
t a x a t to rneys and appraisers , accord­
ing to an announcement made here. 
Th i s meeting, scheduled to t ake place 
ear ly nex t month a t t he New York 
office of t h e s t a t e comptroller 's depart­
ment , will be a t tended by near ly a 
hundred pfiieials from this and adjoin­
ing s ta tes , and pract ical ly every county 
win be represented. 

Speaking 'of ' t h e proposed confer­
ence, S t a t e ' Comptroller Travis , a t 
whose suggestion this meeting will be 
held, explained t h a t t he association 
was organized for the purpose of con­
sidering questions affecting the admin­
is t ra t ion of the inher i tance t a x law. 
H e pointed out t h a t such a ga ther ing 
would prove to be an impor tant influ­
ence in increasing i t s enforcement and 
asser ted tha t this year ' s conference 
will prffve par t icular ly useful in eon-
sidering-aTa.umber of impor tant amend­
ments no"jv pending in t h e legislature, 
a s well as serving a sui table means 
for in terchanging views- and ideas upon 
this subject. 

Municipal Wood Pile Urged. 
Immediate establ ishment of munic­

ipal wood yards in all pa r t s of New 
York s t a t e to s t imulate the increased 
accumulat ion of wood for next win­
ter ' s use is urged in a le t ter to boards 
of t r ade and chambers of commerce 
throughout New York s ta te by Conser­
vation Commissioner George D. P ra t t , 
member of the Conservation Commit­
tee for New York s ta te of the United 
S ta tes fuel administrat ion. "Wi th less 
than a month before the rush of spring 
work on the farms," says Commission­
er P ra t t , " rura l communities a re warn­
ed to make all ' possible use of this 
t ime in cqtt ing and prepar ing wood 
fuel." He urges the formation of mu-| 
nicipal wood yards to keep the matter/ 
strongly before the public and to see 
tha t every possible cord of wood is eut 
and distributed. 

Softool Measure Sent to Senate. 
T h e Mart in bill to repeal the town­

ship school law, which bill was passed 
by the assembly, was reported by t h e 
Senate Committee on Educat ion 
amended so a s to conform -in every re­
spect to the bill introduced in the sen­
a te by Senator Lockwood, chairman of 
the committee. The Lockw°od bilk 
which h a s the support of the s t a te ed­
ucation depar tment a n d the majority 
leader, Senator^ Brown, seeks to rem­
edy defects in the existing law and to 
re ta in , i t s desirabls^P^OTlskms. 

Previous to the submission of the 
report there was considerable debate 
over a motion of Senator George- F . 
Thompson of Niagara to subst i tute the 
Mart in bill for his own-ident ical bill, 
on which he had served notice he 
would a s k for the discharge of the 
committee. 

Boys <5o to Farms April 1, 
Boys and young men between six­

teen and twenty-one' years of age who 
enroll in the New York Sta te Boys' 
Working Reserve for farm work will 
be released from school after April l 
and will receive full school credits if 
they have a t t ha t da t e a t ta ined an av­
erage of 75 iper cent, in thei r s tudies , 
according to an announcement by 
Henry D. Sayer, director of the work­
ing reserve. ' 

Mr. Sayer also announced a p lan 
which h e expected would resu l t in an 
enormous increase in the planted aere-i 
age of New "York s ta te . H e said tha t 
an agreement had been reached with 
the F a r m Bureau directors under 
which fa rmers who obtain members of 
the Boys' (Reserve for work on their 
farms will be pledged if possible to 
plant an addit ional five acres for each 
boy obtained. 

Urge Six Cent Fa re Here. 
New York city faces a1 six cent fare 

on i ts surface lines. Railway men, 
headed by Theodore P." Shonts, presi­
dent of the Interborough, and Horace 
Andrews of the New York Stette Rail­
ways Company have prevailed upon 
Senator Thompson to introduce a bill 
increasing fares from 5 to 6 cents dur­
ing the wa r and for one y e a r after. 
Authority to increase the r a t e s by the 
bill is vested in the Public Service 
Commission. , -

The bill which Senator Thompson 
will offer the . legis la ture differs from 
t h e original measures suggested by the 
rai lway men chiefly in t ha t i t does not 
deny the Utili t ies Board decision on 
the proposed increase. Senator Thomp­
