ALLIED FOOD SHIPMENTS 
REACH LARQE TOTAL, 

The United States Fuel Administrator 
has issued regulations governing retail 
coal distribution for 1918, of which the 
following is a summary; 

Every consumer of coal is urged to place 
with his regular dealer his order for bis 
reasonable normal requirement of coal for 
the year ending March 31st, 1919. 
orders must be made in writing, blani 
for the purpose'will be furnished by your 
dealer. When such orders have been en­
tered, the dealer shall proceed to make 
deliveries'thereon, until each consumer, 
willing to accept the same, has received 
two-thirds of his normal annual require­
ments, provided-that orders of sis tons 
and under may be filled in full. When 
all such consumers have received two-
thirds of such supplyj-j the dealers may 
proceed to nil the balance of such orders 
up to normal annual "eraur^crj^of ax-'u. 
consumer. If a consumer ha^ an^ coal oi. 
hand he shall receive only such additional 
amount as shall make up his normal an­
nual requirements. , 

No dealer can deliver coal in quantity 
to any person or firm until above written 
order is filed. Dealers must file with the 
Local Fuel Administrator on the first of 
eaeh month a statement containing the 
names and addresses of consumers to 
whom deliveries have been made during-
the previous month and ihe quantity de­
livered to each,

supply of coal, you should do so at once:

A general idea of tlie quantity of 
food sent to European allies by the 
United States from July 1, 1914, to 
January 1, 1918, is given by figures 
just announced by the TJ. S. Food Ad­
ministration. In that period the Unit­
ed States has furnished complete year­
ly rations for 57,100,933 people. In 
addition there was enough extra pro­
tein to supply this portion of the diet 
for 22,194,570 additional men. 

The total export of wheat and wheat 
flour to the three principal .allies is 
equivalent to about 884,000,000 bushel's. 
Pork exports for the SV& years amount­
ed to almost 2,000.000,000 pounds. Ex­
ports of fresh beef totaled 443,484,400 
pounds. The amount of food exported 
to Russia is negligible compared with 
that sent to the western allies, i '

Great Wheat Stocks 
Isolated. 

rt's the shortage in ships that 
& putting the Allies and the 
United States on wheat rations. 
Great stocks of wheat are iso­
lated in India, and Australia, At 
great sacrifice in ship space and 
use the Allies ^re forced to se­
cure some wheat from Argentina. 

On January 1, Australia had 
stored 100,000,000 bushels of 
wheat that was ready for ex­
port—but there were no ships. 
Then came the new crop with 
an exportable-surplus of 80,000,-
000 Ibushels. Now Australia has 
approximately 180,000,000 bush­
els waiting .for ships. 

India, at the same time, had 
70,000,000 bushels of wheat 
stored for export. During April 
50,000,000 bushels more out of 
the new crop will be added to 
the pile. 

Argentina closed the last ship­
ping ' season with 11,000,0,00 
bushels of wheat left in tjhe 
stock available for export. The 
new crop will add 135,000,000 > to 
the left over. 

; It is not a problem tha t the 
wheat does not" exist in the 
world—it is entirely, a problem 
of shipping, whieh has thrown on 
America the obligation of divid­
ing our stock with the Allies.
