Assemblyman "George 
H, Wiltsie, Republican, of Cortland, 
declared the passage of the bill meant 
the legislature would be "stamping 
God's word as of no effect." He said 
that the measure meant amending for 
the first time the laws written by 
Moses. In the controversy New York 
city's manner of Sunday observance 
came in for criticism at the hands of 
some of the up-state members. 

In. defense of the measure, Minority 
Leader Donohue of New York declared' 
that at least the people in New York 
had not had their rights denied them. 

"Moses was an organization Demo­
crat," declared Assemblyman Donohiie. 
"He wrote some other things besides 
those referred to by Mr. Wiltsie, and 
one of them was 'Don't covet other 
people's xights.'" 

Assemblyman Martin McCue, Demo­
crat, of New York, was also a vigor­
ous defender of the bill. He declared 
he had a letter from an American sol­
dier in France saying that it was his 
wish that there be enough ammunition 
left when the troops return "to line 
up against a brick wail these lying, 
slandering, hypocritical 'people for pre­
venting persons from enjoying a real 
Sunday, and use it on them," 

The Democrats and the Socialists, 
lined up for the bill with the exception* 
of Assemblyman Parsons of Schoharie 
eounty. Assemblyman Raymond T. 
Kenyon, Republican, of Essex bounty, 
who was not recorded on the first roll 
call, voted for the measure on the sec­
ond. Assemblyman Kenyon is a brother 
of Doris Kenyon, the motion picture 
actress. Assemblyman Barra of New< 
York, who voted "aye" the first time,' 
was not recorded in the final call. 

Senator Walter's bill providing for 
the enrollment of women this spring* 
passed the assembly. It now goes to> 
the governor for his approval. " The-
bill represents the first victory for the', 
suffragists, as it was passed in amend­
ed form to prescribe personal enroll­
ment on May IS ,in places of 5,000 or 
more population. 

Ice Profiteering Hit.

passed by the assembly and in a slight­
ly different form by the senate also. 
Concurrence in the amendments is ex­
pected Before the hill goes to Gover­
nor Whitman, 

Within the last year the price of ice 
m Albany has jumped almost 100 per 
cent One year ago four 25 pound 
cakes of ice could be bought for 85 

" cents. Now the dealers are charging 
00 cents for the same quantity. 

Senator Wagner explained that the 
bill creating the ice comptroller gave 
this official all other powers but that 
of price regulation. 

t Premiums for Heifer Calves. 
The Senate Finance Committee re­

ported favorably son the bill of Senator 
James 15, Towner of Dutchess provid­
ing for the payment of a premium of 
$5 to all farmers who raise a heifer 
calf which is not registered or a thor­
oughbred to be one year old. 

In suppoi'ting the bill Senator Tow­
ner declared there was grave danger 
of a serious reduction in the beef supJ' 
ply of the state unless the legislature 
took a hand. He cited' statistics to. 
show that there were 84.000 less heifer 
calves raised in 1917 than in 1916. 

Sill for Canal Terminals. 
Cities along the Hudson river won a 

victory when the Senate Finance Com­
mittee reported favorably the Walton-

The probation S3rstem as a method 
for disciplining and reforming offend­
ers was used in the higher courts of 
all except nine counties of the state 
last year, and in all except six of the 
fifty-eight counties now employ pro­
bation officers. There are- now * 202 
salaried - probation officers in addi­
tion to many volunteers. In the 
year ending-June 30, 1917, a total 
of 21,847 persons were placed on 
probation, an Increase ol 13 per cent 
over - the number the year before.
