Pension Bill Passes. 

The assembly passed ihe bill of Sen* 
ator Farrenkopf providing pensions 
for the Queens street cleaning depart­
ment. 

"Do I understand that there are no. 
objections to this bill from the Demo­
crats after Mayor Hylan's protest?" 
asked Assembly-man Schuyler M. Meyer 
of New York, after the vote had been 
announced. 

"The bill has been passed," replied 
the speaker. | 

•Other bills Lalong this line that got 
through within the last few days are 
Senator "Wagner's giving pensions to 
tj nominatting conventions. His eon-
ator Burlingame's giving pensions to 
municipal court employees, and As­
semblyman Wells' giving pensions to 
county court employees in Kings.

By a vote of 43 to 6 the 'senatfe 
passed the concurrent resolution of As­
semblyman JKenWn, permitting the 
taking of dead and down rtimber in 
the state's forest preserve in the Adi-
rondacks. The senate passed the bill 
of B. A. Johnson providing that there 
shall be no distinction because of race 
jp the right of employment. It amends 
the civil rights law. 

Cat BiH Is Rescued. 
Senator Robinson came to the rescue 

of the eat bill of Assemblyman Hooper. 
I t permits the lulling of cats caught 
hunting birds, and was passed in the 
face of considerable opposition by a 
vote of 27 to 13. "The only organiza­
tion against the cat bill this year," 
said Senator Robinson, "is the Wo­
man's League for Cats' Rights, or 
something^of that sort." 

Salary increases a re granted to the 
members of the faculty of the State 
College for Teachers and the other 
normal schools of the state under the 
terms of'a bill by Senator Sage which 
passed the assembly. The bill sets a 
Standard,of salaries and increases. 

Several resignations from the facul­
ty of the state college occurred last 
year because of the small salaries, and 
several more were threatened this year 
unless the increases were granted. I t 
had been found extremely difficult fo 
obtain the class of teachers, needed at 
the old salary limit. The measure al­
ready has passed the senate and now 
goes to the governor for his signa­
ture. ' • 

Adler Attacks Socialists. 
r. Majority Leader Simon L. Adler 
Opened a vigorous attack on the ten 
Socialist members of the assembly dur­
ing a debate on a bill., Assemblyman 
:Atdler declared that the policy of the 
'^Socialists in the lower house was evi­
dence that they did not have the prop­
er "understanding of affairs of state." 

Charges that Assemblyman L. Eu­
gene Decker, Beratoerat, of Queens had 
evaded the draft land should be un­
seated were 'declared without founda* 
tion in the assembly when the report 
of a special investigating committee, 
which wholly exonerated Mr. Decker 
-was adopted. The same report de* 
clared Assemblyman "Villicm C. Amos 
had been properly elected from his dis­
trict in the Washington square section 
Of: New York city. ' Mr. Amos* election 
had been contested. < 

Permits Farmers to Organize. 
The senate reversed its attitude on 

the Lawson bill, legalizing amateur 
boxing exhibitions under supervision of 
the Amateur' Athletic Union and the 
Intercollegiate Athletic Association, by 
passing the bill, 31 to 16. Wednesday 
night the .bill was defeated after a hot 
debate by a vote of 23 to 16. Many up 
state legislators changed their stand. 
Senator Lawson moved the bill be re­
considered, and it passed without de­
bate. On the assemblly side the bill is 
la Rules Committee.

The census is 
to be taken during the week of May 5 
and is to ascertain the number 
of qualified voters in each election dis­
trict as a basis for' the creation of ad­
ditional districts. 

The Troy-Central Young Men's Chris­
tian Association, the largest in the 
Hudson-Mohawk district, has taken its 
place among the foremost institutions 
of tbe country, not only in providing 
recreation for young men in ' the serv­
ice of Uncle Sam, but also in the safe­
guarding of boyhood during the pres­
ent msis . Because ox its closeness to 
the big Watervliet arsenal, the Troy 
institution has become a meeting place 
for hundreds of soldiers and emploj^ees 
during their leisure hours.

The acid is-used in making powder for 
the government. 

A service flag bearing 187 stars, rep­
resenting the number of young men of 
St. Mary's Church, Amsterdam, \vho 
are "in tbe service of their country, was* 
blessed by Mgr, William A. Browne at? 
.special aerviees. Rev. Father' Daniel' 
F. Burets of St. Joseph's Church, Troy, 
delivered the sermon, and many out of 
town priests attended. 

George W. Blodgett, for 14 years 
chief of police of Saratoga Springs, 
died in St. Petersburg, Fla. The body 
will be brought to Saratoga Springs 
for burial, 

The brush handle plant of the Clark 
Lumber Company at Buckleyville, a t 
tbe south "end of the village of Chat­
ham, was burned. The origin of the 
fire is undetermined. The loss Is esti­
mated at $13,000. The company re­
cently received from the government a 
large contract for brush backs. 

The war was brought home to Union 
College, Schenectady, when official an­
nouncement was received of the death 
of Leonard, W. Ripton, an alumnus of 
Union and a nephew of Dean Benja­
min H. Ripton of that institution. Pri­
vate Ripton was killed in action in 
France on Sunday, April-7. With 442 
students and alumni in the service this 
is Union's first casualty. 

The Argetsinger bill to facilitate the 
taking of the soldier vote this fall 
passed the, assembly and now goes to 
the governor. Among other things, 
tlxe measure provides that fall primary 
day shall be on the ninth, instead of 
the seventh, Tuesday before election: 
reduces the time for filing independ­
ent certificates of nomination and ex­
tends the time in which soldiers may 
vote". *

Herman Fink, a German, -who enlist^ 
ed several months ago in the Seventy-
first New York Regiment, was arrest­
ed for stealing army supplies. 

In the arrest of Herman Heyer the 
Nassau county authorities believe they 
have the lone burglar who has robbed 
Long Island houses of $50,000 in jewel­
ry and money in the last five years.

tive secretary of the Tuberculosis 
Committee of the State Cbaritics Aid 
Association. 

Mrs. Thomas S. Burgess of New 
York city, who is in charge of the Wo­
man's Land arms', in New York state, 
has been in Albany arranging for a 
cantonment for women farmers in Al­
bany county. Through the New. Fork 
Sjfcate College of Teachers it is hoped 
to provide wfrrmen to assist the farm­
ers of Albany county and aid in. reduc­
ing the labor shortage. Mrs.,Otto R. 
Eiehel has been appointed chairman'of 
the army for Albany county. 

War has compelled John D. Rocke­
feller to engage new servants at his 
Poeantieo Hills residence. Several of 
his employees were drafted into the 
army and navy. The local exemption 
board, of which Henry Low of Briar-
cliff is a member, has-accepted 25 im 
the national army. 

Plans are being made for a city 
baseball league of Hudson, In which 
it is proposed to have the Giffox'd*-
Wood plant, New York and New Eng­
land Cement Company, Young Men's 
Christian Association, Knights of Co­
lumbus and Union Mills- represented. 

Miss Louise Knox, twenty-fire years 
old. stenographer, living at- 50 Parker 
avenue, Poughkeepsie, 'committed f sui­
cide' by jumping into Whaley ihke, 
about IS miles from Danbury, Conn, 
Miss Knox was a passenger' on ,a New 
Haven train , from .

The Albany Chamber of Commerce 
has been asked to aid in the recruiting 
of an inland waterways regiment for 
service in France, its principal duty tol 
be the maintenance and operation of 
boats and barges on the rivers and 
canals. 

In the Chautauqua for Cobleskiil this 
summer an elaborate program h a s 
been planned to primarily aid in the 
prosecution of the war. Prominent 
speakers will be heard, and some of 
them will tell- Of experiences at the 
front. The Chautauqua has the sanc­
tion of President Wilson, and at a re­
cent meeting hi Cobleskiil, over which 
Rev. J. L. Amerman presided, George 
S. Dolgety told of the interest In the-
Chautauqua all over the territory, 

The shipyard of the Kingston Ship-' 
building Corporation,at Island dock is 
one of the best equipped in the coun­
try, and government experts have pro­
nounced the location an ideal one. Al­
though tbe plant has been in operation 
a comparatively short time, wonderful 
progress has been made. The corpora­
tion has the contract'to build several 
large ships for the government, the 
largest ever built in this part of the 
state. Work is being rushed, and 800 
men are employed. Piled on the Island 
dock at the present- time is over a mil­
lion feet of lumber. . ^ 

The wind storm and the highest tide 
ever known did vast damage along the 
shores irf and around New York city, 
flooding many villages, stoppings-traffic 
and work on government contracts in 
many factories. 

To Newburgh has been awarded the 
first honor flag to be given a city of 
more than 25,000 population in the dis­
trict. Its quota of $1,598,000 was over^ 
subscribed to $1,846,450 and is still go­
ing towax*d the mark which will double 
its quota. 

The nomination of Jerome L. Che­
ney of Syracuse as a member of the 
Up State Public Service Commission 
was sent to the senate 'by Governor 
Whitman.

Federal authorities made the first ef­
fort to crush the "Pastor'-* - Russell 
movement at Syracuse when the fed­
eral grand jury indicted Oscar Qchs-
ner, a Syracuse post office employee, 
under the espionage act. Oehsner was 
charged with' distributing -"The Fin­
ished Mystery/' posthumous work of 
the" late srPastor" Russell, which Is un 
der government ban. ' ' 

Senator Charles S. Wicks was the 
only member of the legislature to be 
caught in the' wreck, of the Empire 
State Bxpx*ess, He was opdy slightly 
injured. 

After killing one son and attempting 
to kill the other at her home in Millers, 
Mrs. John Butler took poison and In­
flicted wounds on herself from which 
she died later, I t has not yet been de­
termined whether the dead son, ten 
yearsA>Id, was poisoned or strangled to 
death. The absence of marks on Ma 
body, however, indicate poisoning.
