Albany.—The influence of the wo­
men ' s vote in the two days ' local option 
elections in 39 cities of New York s ta te 
upset all calculations. Experienced 
political diagnosticians learned the 
same lesson he re t h a t has been taught 
in the West, where in many s ta tes wo­
men h a v e Held the r ight of franchise 
for years . T h a t lesson i s tha t women 
will divide their vote a s the men divide 
theirs . 

The total vote cast in those cities 
; voting on local option in th is s t a te was 
more than 323,150. Wi th figures from 
less than half a dozen cities still miss­
ing, i t ' i s shown the women cast slight­
ly less than half the vote. Their to ta l 
was 143,906. 

In those cities which W e n t ' w e t the 
total vote cas t in favor of selling in­
toxicants w a s 122,321, and those 
agains t ,(or dry) was 82,840. ' 

T h e cities going dx*y mustered 70,673 
agaitist the sale of intoxicants, while-
47,307 favored a continuance of 
license. 

This gives the wets a total vote of 
169,328 and the drys 126,130. 

Thirty-tive thousand of the near ly 
seventy thousand votes cast in Syra­
cuse were those of women. The drys 
h a d counted on a grea t majori ty of 
these votes. T h e bulk of them, ap­
parently, went vto the wets , for they 
won by over 12,000. 

In Kewburgh, the home of former 
Governor Benjamin B. Odell, 4,300 
women registered, and thirty-five 
hundred voted. The liberal element 
were victorious by more than 2,000. 

F ive thousand five Imndred and ' 
eighty women voted in Mount Vernon. 
T h a t city scored 2,557 majori ty for the 
"wets. 
';• More than five thousand women 
cas t the i r ballots in ,New Bochelle. 
T h e wets won by 540. They did this 
despite the fact t h a t opponents made 
a n issue of the sale of l iquor to sol­
diers and places so disreputable thai; 
they had been raided. The women 
who wanted the city kept dry made 

".«• house-to-house canvass. A single 
ward only was carried by the foes ot 

. man. 
Over eleven thousand women went 

t e the polls in Schenectady. Tha t 
City went wet by 2,202. 

The votes of 2,204 were cast in 
Amsterdam, No-license managers had 

;predicted tha t the women would cer­
tainly obtain victory for them. Wo­
men voters outnumbered the men 
voters by nearty four hundred. 

In North Tonawanda, 2,300 women 
voted. Liquor traffickers won by 451. 
. The wets swept Oswego by 3,200. 
Thir ty-two hundred women were de­
clared to have voted. 

The population represented ' in the 
voting w a s nearly 900,000, according 
to the census of 1910. T h e aggregate 
population of the ' cities which • went 
wet is 523,123. T h a t of t h e o r y cities 
is 350,139. 

Women to Be Reai Soldiers, 
, Governor Whitman announced t h a t 

-women a r e to join the mil i tary forces 
of New York s ta te . They a r e to be­
come commissioned officers and mem­
be r s of the Ambulance Corps of the 
Home Defense Reserve. 
. "Believing tha t the t ime h a s come," 

•said Adjutant General Sherrill in, offi-
ei'al .orders, " to gi,ve recognition to the 
women of New York who have been 
and are being of great piiblic service 
to t h e mili tary establishment of the 
s t a te , the governor hereby authorizes 
the formation of a mil i tarv force to be 
known as the Ambulance Corps of t h e 
Home Defense Reserve of the Stale ot 
New York, to be composed of patr iot ic 
women who volunteer thei r services 
for tha t and such other mili tary duty 
jts they may be called upon to per­
form,". 

Other provisions of General Sher-
fill 's orders enlisting the aid of New 
i o r k s ta te ' s women follow: 

"A uni t of the Ambulance Corps of 
the Home Defense Reserve -will con­
s is t of women who are skilled opera­
tors of motor vehicles and who volun­
teer th&ir services and their vehicles 
t&v mil i tary duty. They will apply for 
.^ntho'rity to organize such a uni t to 
the commanding officer of the infan­
t ry organization of ' the New York 
-Guard within whose terr i tory the uni t 
i s to be formed, who will forward the 
•application, through the channel, to the 
ad ju tan t general of the s t a t e with h is 
recommendation thereon. 

. "If the application is approved the 
ad ju tan t general will direct t ha t the 
proposed organization be inspected by 
a n officer of the Nevs York Guard and 
| h a t the appl icants be examined as to 
the i r qualifications and fitness as op­
erators^ of motor vehicles. 

Oath of Enrollment. 
::: " H such inspection ami examination 
a r e sat isfactory the unit will be mus­
tered into the Ambulance; Corps of the 
Home Defense I leserve as a separa te 
company, platoon or squad by the in­
spec t ing officer, who before muss er la§ 
j$be uni t will . require each member 

19. a s a member of t h e 
Ambulance Corps of , the Home De­
fense Reserve for the period of the 
present 'emergency, unless sooner dis­
charged j by proper author i ty . I Q\Q* 
Solemnly swear t h a t I will bear t r n e

"The commanding officer of the New 
York Guard - infantry organization in 
the city, town or-village where an am­
bulance un i t is formed under th is or­
der will have control and jurisdict ion 
over It , and the commanding officer of 
such un i t will repor t to him and be 
under his orders for mil i tary duty . 

"Officers and noncommissioned offi­
cers a re authorized for ambulance 
uni ts as fo l lows: Of 8 and less than 18 
members, 1 sergeant and a corporal 
for each 7 p r i va t e s ; of 18 a n d less 
t han 44 members, 1 first l ieutenant , 2 
sergeants and a corporal for each 7 
p r i v a t e s ; of 44 and less t h a n 70 mem­
bers, 1 first l ieutenant , 1 second lieu­
tenant , 3 sergeants and a corporal for 
each 7 p r i v a t e s ; of over 70 members, 1 
captain, 1 first l ieutenant , 1 second 
l ieutenant, 1 sergeant for each 20 pri­
va tes and 1 corporal for each 7 pr i ­
vates . No Officer above the Yank of 
captain will be authorized, . 

Commissions to Be Issued. 
"Commissions will be issued by t h e 

governor to properly quaUfieft officers. 
W a r r a n t s will be issued to noncommis­
sioned officers by the commanding offi­
cer of the unit of wh ich they a re mem­
bers. Such war ran ted officers will re­
ceive their . .appointments not only for 
thei r knowledge of their duties, b u t 
also f o r the i r ability to control r and 
mainta in discipline over the members 
under their charge. 

"The uniform of the organization 
will be olive d rab o r khak i mater ia l 
and of such pa t te rn a s may be approv­
ed. Organizations now in existence 
which become a pa r t of the Ambulance 
Corps will be permit ted to reftain thei r 
present uniform, but the collar of t h e 
coat or blouse thereof mus t be of 
green in color ) ?and a broad green band 
mus t be worn around the cap. 

"The insignia of r a n k shall be worn 
on the cuffs of t h e sleeves of t h e coat 
or blouse a s follows: Captain* two sil­
ver b a r s ; first l ieutenant, one silver 
b a r ; second l ieutenant, one gold bar. 
F o r noncommissioned officei'S eheyrons 
will be worn inverted on the upper 
pa r t of the sleeves." 

War Is Costly. . 
Tha t the w a r has increased the 

s ta te ' s appropriat ions for the mili tary 
and naval establishments over thi r teen 
millions more than their normal cost 
during the pre-war period was an­
nounced by Comptroller Travis . T h e 
comptroller 's figures a r e based upon 
a review of the legislative appropria­
tions . for t h e annual session which-
closed last Saturday. 

In reviewing the annual- gr is t of leg­
islative measures, the comptroller re­
ported t h a t the appropriat ions ' for the 
mil i tary and naval branches during the 
war period, tha t is, from 1915 to 1*18, 
both .inclusive, were $17,223,599.17, 
while the normal cost, based on the 
pre-war period experience, can be 
safely placed a t fpur millions, thus 
making an- increase directly chargeable 
to the war of $13,223,599.17. 

" I t is wor thy o f / n o t e , " explained 
Mr, Travis , 4 ithat 'the means to meet 
these ext raordinary charges an the 
s t a t e budget were provided through 
the current revenues, which were sup­
plemented by additional revenues ap­
propr ia ted by the legislatures of t h e 
l a s t two years. ' This Increased the in­
direct taxat ion to such an ex t en t ' a s to 
make it unnecessary to have recourse 
to bond issues or direct taxation, as 
was the case during the previous w a r s 
in whieh this country has been en­
gaged. 

"The legislature, in taking . th is 
course, h a s placed the s t a t e upon a 
'pay-as-you-go' plan, without increasing 
t h e already large bonded debt o r mak­
ing the property holders ' bear all of 
the burdens of this large increase in 
the cost of- government During the 
Spanish-American W a r a special bond 
ifssue of over a million* dollars was 
found necessary to maintain this 
s ta te ' s share ." \> 

WatGh Municipal Accounts* 
The widespread disclosures of waste 

of public moneys and t h e flagrant vio­
lations- of law and official turpi tude 
revealed jn Sta te Comptroller Trav is ' 
annual repor ts of the fiscal affairs of 
approximately 1,510 n|unicipaliiies 
throughout the state, calls1 a t tent ion to 
a phase of the s ta te ' s activities fre­
quently overlooked. Few duties per­
formed by the s t a te comptroller 's office 
a r e a s far-reaching in the i r benefits to 
the people generally as those re la t ing 
to the examinat ion of municipal ac­
counts. The main purpose of this 
work is to secure for those charged 
with the administer ing of municipal 
affairs the helpful criticisms and sug­
gestions of the s ta te ' s expert account-
ants, and the establishment of a uni-
foim system of accounting. 

The Bureau of Municipal Accounts 
of the comptroller 's office'is in charge 
of this work, and -since I i ts creat ion 
has demonstrated itself t]o be one of 
the greates t aguneies of governmental 
reform 'to be found anywhere in th is 
country. I t frequently finds grave ir­
regularities*. During the term of Comp­
trol ler Travis there hav&ibcen uncov­
ered ilh'val cxpem*itures aggregating 
yiino.OOO and the comptroller h a s forced 
restii-ufion to municipal i rea^uries at 
about ?0-"i,000t compelling offending of­
ficials u> go into their poekets for this 
amount.
