S1ATE TO TEACH 
ITS ILLITERATES 

Governor Whitman Signs Bills to 
Compel Attendance and to Pro­

vide Sufficient Schools. 

WAR BURDENS ON ROADS, 

To Study Civil Pensions—Lookwood

Alhany.—Governor' Whitman set in 
motion the state machinery for . the 
education of illiterate minors when he 
signed three bills, one requiring com­
pulsory attendance of illiterate minors 
at night schools, another making pro­
vision for the training of teachers for 
this work, and another requiring cities 
and school districts to provide the 
night; schools for their training. 

The first bill of the series, sponsored 
by Senator Theodore Douglas Eobin-
son of Herkimer, requires every minor 
between the ages of sixteen and twen­
ty-one years who cannot speak and 
write English as reqnired for comple­
tion of the fifth grade work in public 
schools, to attend some public day or 
night school, or school maintained by 
his employer. Exception is made of 
Illiterate minors who can show either 
physical or mental'unfitness. 

The second bill, introduced by Sena­
tor Lockwood of Brooklyn, chairman 
of the Senate Education Committee, 
authorizes the state department of 
education to establish training insti­
tutes and regular courses of study at 
state normal schools and in cities for 
the training of teachers to give in­
struction to illiterate minors. The bill 
carried an appropriation of $30,000. 

The third bill, by Assemblyman 
Schuyler L. Meyer of New York city, 
requires the establishment of both 
night schools and kindergartens in all 
cities for the training,of illiterate 
minors, three nights of two hours each 
weekly during the day school term for 
cities of the first class j 100 nights in 
second class cities, including Albany, 
and 80 nights in third class cities. 
Each school district, in addition, is re­
quired to maintain such night schools 
where there are 20 minors between 
sixteen and twenty-one years com­
pelled to attend night schools, or when 
20 or more apply for such a night 
school. 

The bill ateo requires the Board of. 
Education of a city or school district 
to maintain free kindergartens for res­
ident children between the ages of 
four ajpd sis |years. 

Wl4eis War Burdens on Roads, 
The governor also signed the Hewitt 

bill providing for the release of high­
way (jontraetors from the burdens im-
posecrby war time prices of materials 
and labor. The bill authorizes Edwin 
Duffey, state commissioner of high­
ways, when construction work is not! 
progressing satisfactorily, to either 
suspend work by the contractor and 
continue the work by the highway de ' 
partment. or to cancel the contract 
and relet it. I t also authorizes sus 
pension of construction work, under 
certain conditions, until March 1,1919, 
and for payment of the portion com­
pleted. 

In a memorandum which accompa­
nied the announcement he had signed 
the bill,,, the governor explained that 
"there are now upwards of 20Q con« 
tracts in force, aggregating $12,000,000 
in amount, and 900 miles in extent. 
About 600 miles of work yet remain 
to be don^e, amounting to £7,300,000. 
In 1917 the contractors were able to 
build only 370 miles of highway, as 
compared with nearly 600 miles in 1916 
and about 900 in 3915. It was very 
evident that conditions would be no 
better in 1918 than in 1917 and there­
fore no more work could be secured 
In 1918 than in 1917. It seemed ad­
visable tov concentrate the resources 
of men and road building materials on 
the completion of 300 miles of torn up 
yoad." J 

To Study Civil Pensions Plan. 
A state commission to investigate 

the question of retirement pensions for 
state and municipal employees is cre­
ated by W Lockwood bill, which the 
governor also signed. The commission 
will comprise the state superintendent 
of insurance, two members to be ap­
pointed by the governor and one each 
by the lieutenant governor and the 
speaker of the assembly. The subject 
of the investigation will be the meth­
od of establishing and maintaining the 
fund from which pension payments 
will be made. "The commission is di­
rected to report not later than Feb­
ruary 1. _ The act carried an appro­
priation of §5,000. 

In signing the bill the governor said 
in a memorandum;

eorporations whose principal income is 
derived from holding stocks or bonds 
of other corporations and banks, sav­
ings banks, saving institutions, title, 
guaranty, insurance and surety cor­
porations. All other corporations, In­
cluding foreign corporations doing 
business within the state, are to be 
subject to a minimum tax of aot less 
than .$10 and not less than one mill on 
each dollar of apportionment of face 
value of issued capital stock apportion­
ed in the state. 

The governor also signed the Wicks 
bill changing the state laws to conform 
with the federal laws governing the 
cold storage of food. I t will require 
monthly reports from warehouse men 
instead of quarterly reports, as hereto­
fore, and extends from ten to twelve 
months the period daring which food 
may be held in storage. The federal 
laws permits storage for the full year. 

Another measure signed is the Mcoll 
bill prohibiting the employment of wo­
men under twenty-one years of age as 
messengers and also bars the employ­
ment of women more than twenty-one 
years of age from this employment 
more than nine hours a dayj more than 
54 hours a week or before 7 a, m. or 
after 10 p. m. N 

Aid Municipal Market. 
The governor also signed the first 

appropriation under the terms of the 
farms and markets law as the state's 
share of a municipal public market: 
The bill provides! $35,000 as the state's 
share of a proposed market in Ogdens-
burg. It was introduced by Senator J , 
Munroe Marshall of Malone, 

An additional deputy excise commis­
sioner, a t a salary of $4,1300 a year, to 
take charge of "the collection of taxes 
in the department is provided by the 
terms of the bill of Assemblyman Al­
len J. Bloomfield of Richfield Springs, 
which the governor signed. The bill 
also directs that the second deputy ex­
cise commissioner take charge of the 
bookkeeping and accounting of the de­
partment , 

An appropriation of $30,000 is allow­
ed to William R. Stewart, former pres­
ident of the State Charities Board, for 
expenses of counsel and other ex­
penses during the defense of the board 
in the Strong charities' investigation. 
The bill was introduced by Senator 
Henry M. Sage of Albany. 

Fish in the Old Canals. 
In these days when junk can only be 

measured in the figures of King Midas 
a fish breeding experiment that may 
have important results is being tried 
out, in portions of the state's aban­
doned canals. The Conservation Com­
mission, in co-operation with the state 
engineer and the superintendent of 
public works, has selected two sections 
of the old Erie and Champlain canals 
where large numbers of food and game 
fishes may be reared. 

Two small portions of these aban­
doned canals will- provide sis times 
the area for pond cultural operations 
that is now available at all the 12 
state hatcheries. The three depart­
ments are co-operating to make the 
available appropriation of $10,000 go 
as far as is possible. The parts of the 
canals to be used are now of no value 
exeept for the purpose of protection 
against damage by flood. 

How great ijs the opportunity is 
seei/froni the fact that the state has, 
invthese abandoned canals, a site ex-

eeding in area all the ponds for simi-
ar work now under control of the 

ttaited States Bureau of Fisheries. 
Tike economy of the project is shown 
by contrasting the cost of a series of 
ponds of from a half to two acres 
in area with the cost of a well built 
pond cultural station, estimated to be 
between $25,000 and $100,000. The 
great value of these abandoned canals 
is that unlimited ponds can be con­
structed with no cost for excavation 
and at only moderate expense. 

Where the Money Goes. ' 
That the state's daily expenditures 

have averaged $184,B73 during the past 
three-quarters of the current fiscal 
year is shown by a statement issued by 
Comptroller Travis. 

The largest amount was that reserv­
ed from the general revenues for the 
redemption of the state's bonded obli­
gations and the payment of the inter­
est on them, amounting to an average 
of $48,060 daily. 

The care of the state's dependents— 
that is, the charitable institutions and 
insane hospitals—cost $41,700. 

For educational purposes §22,300 
was spent, which includes the support 
of common schools,- colleges, normal 
schools, nautical schools and depart­
ments. 

The organisations charged ]svith the 
functions of regulation averaged $10,-
500 each day. • 

The military, naval, militia, arsenals, 
armories and war measures of a de­
fensive character amounted to $14,000.
