Guinea, Molucca islands and a few 
otbfr neighboring islands; also in 
northeastern Australia. Egrets range 
from, the United Btates south to 
southern South America; from cen­
tral Europe south to southern Africa j 
and from -north central Asia south to 
Australia. Egrets are afforded pre­
lection under the treaty between the 
United States and Great Britain for 
the protection of birds migrating be­
tween the United ..States and Canada 
and may not be killed, sold or pos 
sessed except for scientific purposes. 
The importation of both birds of para­
dise and egrets for their plumage -is 
nrohibiied by the tariff aet of 1^22.
