Obsession of Death 
Made Empires Great 

We have takes it brief stud cursory 
glsmce at a civilization (Egyptian) 
which, though m msMtlm were ha t 
mediocre, eadared for more than four 
thousand, years. It Is, with that of 
Chfoa, the longest that history has 
ever known. For m eeatttries,, while 
the rest of rhe world was given over 
to harbftrism, massacre, brigandage, 
rapine and monstrous disorder, it pro 
eared for the people who lived under 
it a happiness and tranquillity, secur­
ity and peace that might well be en­
vied bj the people of today who rank 
among the most fortunate. 

What were .the forces that kept this 
civilisation tegretherf Obviously and 
above all, the priestly oligarchy that 
held the refcg, ^n oligarchy of wis* 
and thoughtful men who jealously 
guarded their secret; while above 
them were kings isot only by divine 
right but actually divine, the monarch 
not being merely the representative of 
the god on earth, but the god himself, 
and so comeretely and actually god 
that not one, himself to begin with, 
for Qm instant doubted his divinity, 
of which he was so sincerely, so deep­
ly convinced" tha t -he worshiped his 
own Image and did it obeisance. 

But there were other peoples wh» 
were governed by prudent oligarchies 
and kings who held themselves to be 
gods, and that nevertheless did not 
last long. In the Egyptian people, as 
hi the Chinese, side by side with the 
divine authority that strengthened the 
social edifice from its base to Its crown 
there existed a certain foree that 
never left them, an authority humbler 
than the other but mora effective, In­
asmuch as It permeated, saturated, 
the entire organism; and-this was the 
obsession of death and the adoration 
ofK the corpse. Strangely enough, 
wherever the- thought of death is up-
oerraosL, persistent, and paramount 
Eife takes a firmer gvtp, quickens, mul­
tiplies, " flourishes. The two civiliza­
tions that endured; the longest, vthat 
were the most stable and tranquil of 
jail that are known to us, had the 
same Meal; a coffin.—-Maurice Maeter-
linek, In" the Forum.
