It 
was llie rural party telephone line 
which made possible early broadcasts, 
ilia popularity oi which led to the first 
network, according to Lewis T. Nor-
d̂  i.e in u recent article in "Telephony." 

fu these broadcasts, which were sub­
stituted for '"discussion periods" de-
voi^d io the day's "news," a talented 
f uhocriber would he requested by his 
neighbor listeners to display his imisi-
cal ability. Fiddle music was the most 
p. 'pular of that time. When subscribers 
on other lines wanted to listen, tiiey 
W-i'e connected through a cenfral office, 
thus creating a network, 

fcSinet^ t,he broadcast was two-way, lis­
teners commented after each number, 
and requested selections. "Rag-time 
Annie" wis always a favorite. Occa­
sionally, a subscriber-owning a pho­
nograph played recordings, and usu­
ally announced the title of his "rec­
ord." Thus, request programs, an­
nouncers, "canned music" and even 
"Lin mail" were introduced years 
a&o. 

And, like the "S.O'.S." of today, these 
broadcasts went "off the air" when.an 
operator interrupted with a call.
