WILL BRUSHTON LOSE 
ITS HIGH SCHOOL? 

Bill Now Pending in Albany Threatens Its Existence 
_ The existence of Brushton High School and other small high schools in rural 
communities of the state is threatened by a bill introduced in the'Kew York State 
Legislature on January 26th.

I t is an act to amend the education 
law'in relation to the establishment of 
central school districts. I t would create 
a state commission and regional commit­
tees and make an appropriation therefor. 
The plan would do away with the high 
schools in rural communities and create 
centralized high school units only in the 
larger centers with possibly only three 
to five high schools in Franklin County. 
Students would be brought by bus to 
these centers. 300 academic pupils would 
be the minimum number of pupils in each 
of these schools and 1200 the maximum. 

The bill would also eliminate all one 
and two room schools and their consoli­
dation sought. The mioimum number of 
pupils required in thrse consolidated 
grade schools would be ISO. 

A meeting and banquet of school of­
ficials, principals, teachers, and guestB 
was held in St. Regis Falls Wednesday 
evening and this bill was discussed.

Washington's Home Is Tribute 
To Conscientious Workmanship 

Long before America 's current "planned economists" were born, 
George Washington was carrying out a careful rogram of expansion and 
development a t his beloved estate, Moi:nt Vernon, Va. This national 
shrine (above) stands in tribute to the nation's first President, whose 
birthday anniversary is being observed locally and throughout the United 
States. 
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In 1757, George Washington in­
herited the above story-and-a-half 
house from his half-brother, Law­
rence, who had named it Mount 
Vernon Villa. This was the nucleus 
from which he was to build today's 
Mount Vernon. 

In 1759, George Washington mar­
ried the Widow Custis and in her 
honor the roof was raised a full 
story, though the same architectur­
al lines were preserved. In 1774 a 
right wing was added, and a cov­
ered walk in 1775. 
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Death of Pope Pius XI 
Pope Pius X I , "The P*pe of Peaee," 

died at 5:31 Friday morning at his palace 
in Vatican Ci ty . He was 81 years of 
age and had reigned as Pope and head of 
the Roman Catholic Church for 17 years. 

The funeral was held Tuesday morning 
and the body was entombed beneath the 
great central altarbf St.Peter's Cathed­
ral where only a Pope celebrates Mass.
