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America Has Five Breeds 

CM Popular Draft Horses 
We have % America five well-

known breeds, and all are so much 
alike that only an expert can tell 
them apart, relates Capt Maxwell 
M. Corpening in the Chicago H$&» 

1 The Shire, Suffolk, and Clydes­
dale belong to the English group. 
The Belgian, am its name discloses, 
cornea from Belgium, 0 a Percher-
on from France. Bred nearest the 
fountaiahead of aU our draft breeds, 
the Belgian is the largest nf the lot. 
Beared, on low land eminently suit­
able for production of big horses, 
the Belgian has little to da from 
foalhood upward but to eat mid 
grow. The Belgian government has 
played the leading role ia improving 
its heavy horses. 
• TJndoa&tedly the Wm&usmnJ 

springs from the same fountainhead 
in Flanders as does the Belgian. 
The accepted belief among histori­
ans is that on defeat of the Moors 
by Charles Martel in 732 the eastern 
stallions of the invaders' were 
crossed with the larger horses of 
t i e law countries and the founda­
tion of Hie Percheron laid in that 
manner. Arabian: and Andalusian 
blood has since been infused. 

Characteristic of two of t i e Brit­
ish group—the Shire and Clydesdale 
is the long hair on the lower legs. 
This is said to be time of any horse 
raised: in Hie lowlands. The st&rt 
of the Clydesdale occurred in 1750 
when John Patterson imported from 
England into Scotland a black 
Flemish stallion. To this horse all 
the good Clydesdales may be traced. 
The Shire is traced back to the 
same black horse of Flanders. 
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Tne largexr ^h^ animal % size'-lfea" 
amaller is the litter as a rule. Thus 
the average number of young born 
by the opossum is 18; of the rab­
bit, from six to eight; of the pig, 
ten, and of the monkey, man, cow, 
horse, walrus, camel and elephant, 
but one.
