Oregon 'Cabin Fever* Was 
Caused by Frayed Nerves 

Although the Oregon logger once 
considered a broken a rm or leg a

When 
the logger with "cabin-fever" drew 
his pay, he usually set out for the 
nearest town to blow in his savings 
on a wild and hectic spree.

Wallpaper M e a s u r e '

Can't Domesticate It 
The cottontail rabbit, found in al­

most every state, thrives as a close 
neighbor of mankind and is -often 
found rearing its young in farm 
dooryards and in the suburbs of 
towns. Yet, says the National Wild­
life federation, all at tempts to breed 
cottontails in captivity for stocking 
purposes have failed. Only in very 
large enclosures, where they can 
run wild, will they reproduce.
