Floating Match Box 
A new floating, match box equipped 

with striking b a r s tha t will enable 
United States soldiers to get a light 
no mat te r how wet the box becomes 
has been adopted, by the a rmy. In 
recent tests, these boxes were 
soaked in water for more t h a n . a 
month. When removed, the in­
teriors were entirely dry and the 
matches burst into flame almost at 
once when struck. No mat te r how 
wet the box becomes, the matches 
can be struck because of friction 
provided b y the striking bars . Made 
of a strong synthetic resin, the box 
is three inches long by three-fourths 
of an inch in diameter. I t holds 20 
matches- There is a small emer­
gency compass on one end of the 
round box. 

Cheek Your Flashings 
Autumn is the t ime to take a lad-

der, ascend to the roof and exam­
ine the flashings for looseness, leaks 
and corrosion. All loose places 
should be made tight to insure 
against leakage when the winter 
rains come, all rust or corrosion 
should be removed, and a protective 
coating of paint or varnish applied. 
Like all other metal parts of the 
house, new flashings*may not be ob­
tainable until a considerable time 
after the war..
