In Nation-Wide Drive 

Training nurses in increasing num­
bers for duties on the "home front'* 
as well as in the fighting areas £s be-

/ coming a vital war effort in New York 
State and throughout the nation. To, 
make up for a general shortage of 
nurses which, existed even before "the 
war, and to fill vacancies created by 
many thousands; of graduate nurses 
enlisting with the armed forces, stu­
dent nurses are now^heing recruited 
at the rate of more than 50,000 a year.

New York has enrolled about 10 per 
cent of the nation's total of student 
nurses, With SiCOO or more in its 108: 

nursing schools, according to the New 
"York State Nursing Council for War 
Service. These include more than 3,700 
enrolled in last summer and fall classes. 
About 2,00ft are scheduled for entry in 
classes this spring, About half are en­
rolled by the New York City Nursing 
Council, which also Covers all of Long 

- Island and Westchester County. 
' Many telephone inquiries from pros­
pective students concerning the nurs­
ing program are being answered daily, 
by the various nursing councils, local 
associations and by the schools* them­
selves. The prospect is advised to get 
in touch with, a t least three different 
schools to be sure of the one most suit­
able for her particular needs. The com­
munication, lines hummed with unusual 

. activity recently as" inspection tpurs of 
, many nursing schools were arranged 

for a host of high schools and college 
girls by the Sta,te and city councils 
and the sixteen affiliated branclies of 
the New York Slate Nursing Associa-
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According to recent Nazi propaganda, 
broadcast in Spanish to South America 
and picked up by the CBS short-wave 
listening post, "the telephone industry 
of the United States was forced to 
paralyze its work for forty days."

Mobile emergency radiotelephone sets 
proved their effectiveness as a means 
of bridging breaks in regular wire tel& 
phone circuits' recently

By means of mobile radio units, 
which the telephone company promptly 
hauled through heavy snow to strategic 
locations, four of the isolated commu­
nities were soon able to maimtain vital 
telephone contact with th.e outside 
world. One of these was the I important 
wartime production center at Massena, 
where the units spanned not only a 
20 mile break between that city and 
Potsdam, but also provided direct con­
nection^ with Syracuse, nearly 140 miles 
distant. These were the sole telephone 
connections with the outside for two 
days, and for more than a week sup­
plemented regular Wire lines being re­
paired. 

The first isolated places i;o receive 
the relief were Sharon Springs, Cobles-
kill and Cherry Valley, wheife a radio 
unit served ea4ch from one to i two days, 
bridging wire mutes to nearby towns 

that the Bell System has produced sets 
especially designed for readily bridging 
the wire lines. These have .already 
proved effective in a number of J emer­
gencies, including floods, stormls and 
other disasters in various parts Jof the 
country. There are more than a hun­
dred, of these portable sets strategi­
cally located over the country. They 
are moved into different sections; with 
the change of seasons to be nea*er to 
areas where> disasters are likely to 
occur. About half of these sets are 
iL states of the Atlantic seaboard. 

The first trse of this type of emer­
gency equipment in New1 York State 
was in March, 1941, hetween Km 
and Rhinebeck to provide a connection 
across the Hudson following a hreak 
in the submarine telephone cahle 
caused by an anchor dragging frpm a 
barge caught in the ice flow.
