Largef yields of grain, and better 
s tands of h a y are becoming increas­
ingly impor tant these days when the 
demand for cereal,, m e a t and da i ry 
products for war and civilian needs 
h,as reached such record, peaks , 
Whether the output of these crops 
Is la rge or^ smal l on a part icular 
fa rm depends largely on the condi­
tion of the soil t ha t produces t hem, 
according to Prof. C. S. Chapman 
of the college of agriculture, Univer­
s i ty of Wisconsin. 

Tha t such crops respond to soil 
managemen t is evident from tes ts 
qarried- on In a number of Wisconsin 
counties in which fertilizers contain­
ing phosphorus and' potash were ap­
plied to- smal l grains and seedings 
of clover and alfalfa. 

Fa rmers ; co-operating in. the 
tests laid out demonstration 
plots on their land, leaving one 
a r e a unf ertilized. The results in 
the form of grain yields and h a y 
crops tha t followed them in the 
rotation were cheeked and com­
pared . The harvests showed 
that not only w a s the output of 
the smal l grains haos ted /bu t the 
production of hay that followed 
in the rotation w a s . grea t ly to-
creased. The t e s t s showed, too, 
tha t the soil improving t rea t ­
m e n t s had a valuahle carry-over 
benefit.
