job. 

The average citizen struggling 
with high taxes andJ a shortage of 
manpower answers:: If necessary, 
amend the Internal Revenue Act for 
this purpose. 

To win the war we must spend 
money and use materials wisely. We 
have enough manpower to do our 
essential jobs, but we have neither 
the manpower nor the taxes to h i re 
special payrollers-to do work, tha t 
can be done better by established 
agencies*
