The 
other cutting edge extends for 2%. 
inches. F rom that point to the hilt, 
the steel widens, proving extra 
strength. 

A new sheath m a d e of leather also 
has been designed especially for the, 
knife. There a r e metal plates on 
both_sides of the sheath to protect 
the wearer from possible injury in 
a fall, for example, wherein the
