To Keep Butter Sweet 

' Many farm people, making butter 
"for home use for the first time in 

many years, are * anxious to learn 
how to keep butter from developing 
a rancid flavor. According1 to 'For­
rest C. Button, professor of dairy 
manufactures, Rutgers university, 
the answer to this question is pas--
teurization of the cream. 

* "The heat of pasteurization makes 
jjnactive the raw cream enzyme, 
which clauses deterioration of the 
fat," professor. Button explains* 
"Pasteurisation is a simple proce­
dure: | t i s t put the cream into a 
can or- gbil; place this container in 

Va large Settle, boiler, or 'other suit­
able combiner partly filled with wa­
ter j place this- on the stove and 
bring fee cream to a temperature 

, of 145 to 150 degrees Fahrenheit for 
30 minutes. A shorter method is, 
to heat the -cream Ao 165 tee 170 de­
grees for 10 or 15 minutes, but the 
30-miniie 'method is the standard 
procedure- The eream should > be 
stirred #fhile being 'heated. 

When the-pasteurization process is 
completed, Professor Button says 
that the cream should be cooled ta 
50 degrees Fahrenheit or lower and* 
held at this temperature for at least 
three hours before churning in ordert

Call to Service on Farms Takes 
Practical Form in New York State 

Larger Forces of Youths and Adults being Enlisted 
to Help in Vital Food Production Program; 

Housing Problem Given Attention 

- Faced with -a growing shortage of 
regular farm workers for the urgent 
production of food in wartime, New 
York Stake in 1843 seeks to muster a 
larger force than ever of available man­
power fiom the'ranks of patriotic peo 
pie in both large and small communi­
ties. There are plan's- to enlist possibly 
twice as many school childien and 
many more business- men and women 
-than last year in the ranks of volun­
teers fo^ part-time work on the State's 
150,000 or more farms. And for its im­
portant contribution in the nai ion-wide 
program of food production, (no less 
vital than, that of other munitions of 
war , t he mp i r e 
State, according to 
reports, is one of 
the best organized. 

Under the leader­
ship of the newly-
i r g a n i z e d S t a t e , 
'Farm Manpower 
Service, the plans 
drawn up by the 
S t a t e Agricultural 
Defense Committee 
in cooperation with 
other agencies" of 
Federal, .State and 

of the workers are hired. But now more 
year-round workers, especially for dairy 
and poultry farms, are needed, and at 
six; agricultural schools in the State 
hundreds of prospective workers are 
now being given courses free of charge 
to fit them for permanent farm em­
ployment. 

During the ousy harvest periods, 
New York's army of hired hands must 
be a highly mobile force. The workers 
frequently move from place' to place 
as jthe fruit and"vegetaMe crops ripen
