Bed raspberrigs and grapeS'slould 
be pruned in the early spring fclfbte 
growth star ts , but after 'd&Mg,St of 
severe freezes and kdyeme iy low 
temperatures is past. This system 
of pruning makes sur$ tha t dead 
wood is removed yet offsets danger 
of overpruning. 

The old canes that bore raspber­
r ies in the last growing season a r e 
usually taken out when fiuilang ends, 
If̂  they were left J h thf row over 
winter they should be removed now. 
The tops of the raspberry, canes 
should be cut back to strong buds, 
so the weak terminal buds f . which 
would bear poor frjujt*.are not al-
lowed to grow. Criming:. back the 
tips also keeps the fruif-bearjfeg lat* 
eral branches supported on spiqrt, 
sturdy canes that . w ^ ^ i ^ n ^ ' p y e r 
and fill the space beWff%rroiss» 
- Grape vines need severe"pruning. 

Canes tha t grew feist y e a r produce, 
lateral shoots that jfeear the clusters 
of grapes . As the hundreds of buds 
©H an unpruned vine will all grow, 
the m a n y clusters of grapes started 
will be small and poor, and may 
have only a few grapes ' apiece. To 
produce large clusters of good fruit, 
p a r t of the canes a re pruned off. 

Canes about the diameter of a 
lead ^pencil a re usually the best to 
keep for fruiting buds. Weaker 
canes and old woo^ should be cut 
out. If good fruitful canes originate 
near the trunk, save them, and cut 
out the''good cailes that arise from 
old wood some distance from the 
trunk. This k e e p s t h e fruiting wood 
f rom spreading farther out from the 
, t runk each; year; To provide fruiting

business, the circus has many inter-" 
related departments.^ It has engineer­
ing, operating, "transportation, adver­
tising, maintenance and other prob­
lems. Added to these is the job of 
feeding an army of performers, not to 
mention elephants, and other animals, 
made especially difficult by ration re­

s t r i c t i ons and shortages of manyi'sta­
ples. Each day ,at each, new stand there is 
a mountain of detail which must be taken 
care of with a minimum of lost motion. This 
requires extensive use of>th.e telephone and 
other means of rapid communication.^ 

From town to town, well in adbr-ance of 
the circus, go the gerieral ^advertising agent, 
publicity representatives" and 'the advance 
contracting agents. These ̂ omust quickly 
make many contacts in e^ch new locality. 
The contracting agents'procUrOj city licenses, 
arrange an adequate water 'supply, including 
thirty gallons^ a day for each of fifty ele­
phants, check ̂ available cook house supplies, 
including wood for the field ranges and con­
tract for hay^and;feed^forthe animals. The 
superintendent of the circus dining depart­
ment, in charge of ^serving between - 4*000 
ami 5,000 meals a day to the circus person­
nel, performs his marketing jobjargely in 
advance by telephone". 

The transportation manager, wao con­
tracts with the railroads for haulage of the 
circus cars and arranges, convenient siding 
space at each stop on-the itinerary^ is an­
other lar^e user of the telephone.
