* Las t season nearly 5,000 cholera 
outbreaks were reported to govern­
men t authorities, a n d the re were 
probably tha t m a n y m o r e which 
Were never officially reported., 

. 3 h e s e widespread outbreaks have2 

undoubtedly left t h e virus of chofc, 
e r a in thousands of ru ra l a r e a s r 
r eady to renew its a t tack when i t 
comes in contact with suscept |ble 
swine. No one can say exactly wha t 
the annual cholera loss i s a t this 
t ime, but i t is reliably est imated to 
be in the neighborhood of $20,000,-
000. That much pork, hV itself, 
would go a long, way toward meet­
ing our increased production ~ goala 
this season, according to the Ameri ­
can Foundation ^or Animal Heal th . 

So, t he first advice to f a rmers 
who a r e co-operating in t h e na* 
tion's stepped-np hog program 
i s : "Watch out for cholera ." 
Here a r e _a few common-sense * 
precautions which every f a rmer 

4 should take % protect his drove 
against , t b i s - ^ o . 1 swine^killer: 

1. Have-the-ent ire spring pig crop 
immunized .against cholera by the 
local veterinarian, around weaning 
t ime. If this is done while p igs a r e 
small , it will take less serum and 
virus, conserving available supplies 
needed to take care of this year*& 
la rger pig "crop. 

2. Isolate newly purchased swine 
for a t least two weeks before al­
lowing them to mingle with the 
home drove. 

3. Do not let trucks or wagons 
drive through your hog lots or pas­
tures. They might car ry the virus 
of cholera on their wheels.^-

4. Keep- out of your ne ighbors 
hog lot,"and keep h im out of yours. 

5: R a i s e e spring pigs on ..fresh, 
clean pasture , away from germ-con­
taminated old hog lots, 

*• 6. If any pigs- show signs of sick­
ness, have the trouble diagnosed im­
mediately; so protective steps can 
be taken in t ime. 

Experience shows ""that one of the • 
principal problems "in dealing with 
hog cholera is its similarity to va­
rious other swine diseases. Typical 
cholera symptoms include a s h igh fe - ' 
ver , part ial or complete prostration, 
lack of appeti te and listlessness.

Cdlbrado, New Mexico; Kansas , Tex­
a s and Illinois. I t i s a highly spec­
ulative crop because i t is too costly 
to harves t . Any bumper crop will 
cause violent priije fluctuations. Dur­
ing the las t t e n r y e a r s , prices have 
ranged from-$37 a ton in 1932 to 
)|164 for a short crop in 1934. About 
|70 per ton is the average p r ice to 
the f a rmer . 

Scientists a re t ry ing to improve 
the varieties by cross hreeding^ with 
other sorghums, -They, hope to pro­
duce a variety with more palatable ' 
seeds which livestock will eat. 

I t would also be advantageous to 
develop a new kind tha t will not 
turn red a s this lowers the commer­
cial vaijHjkof the brush. Manufac­
tu re r s w i m d also l ike a bet ter brush 
without a center- s tem. F a r m e r s 
would* like one without hair on the 
chaff which i r r i ta tes trie skin of 
those working with it . 

TO find possible marke t s for the 
brush, experiments a r e needed to
