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Experts List Six Methods 
For High Pasture Yields 

To help herd owners provide con­
ditions favorable to high yields dur­
ing the pasture season, experts offer 
the following reminders: 

Fertilize permanent pastures and 
provide special summer supple­
mentary pastures according to the 
recommendations of the county ag­
ricultural agent. 

Pract ice rota'tion grazing from one 
plot to another. , 

Avoid too early and too close graz­
ing. For re 
sis: inches is a good height. 

Adapt the kind and amount of 
grain to the kind and amount of 
pasture. Early pasture is 'high in 
digestible protein and the grain mix­
ture used can have 3 or 4 per cent 
less protein than is usually needed 
for winter feeding. 

Use the scales to find the response 
resulting^from increased grain feed­
ing a s - t h e pasture becomes more 
ma tu re and less palatable. 

I n hot weather, the herd will be 
better off in the barn during the. 
lat ter half of the afternoon, espe­
cially if the barn is cool and the 
flies are partially controlled.

Iris BorerSj -

wilt and die. As ifche eggs are usual­
