"Typhoid Mary , " who a few dec­
ades ago unwittingly spread typhoid 
tever although not appearing to be 
ill from the disease, herself, has 
a P*esent-day counterpart in swine 
which perpetuate infectious o r con­
tagious abortion by f a n owing ap­
parent ly healthy l i t ters that m a y 
spread the disease. 

More than 2,300 blood samples 
from approximately 32 herds in dif­
ferent pa r t s 'o f the s ta te were tested 
las t y e a r by the depar tment of ank 
m a l pathology and hygiene a* the 
univers i ty of Illinois college of ag­
riculture.

A testing and managemen t pro-
g r a m has been, outlined by the e x ­
tension service of the -college o£_ag-
r ieul ture to guide purebred swine 
b reede r s In preventing and control­
ling this malady. T w o ' negat ive 
blood tes ts of a l l breeding stock in. 
the he rd a t in tervals of s i r months 
entitle owners of clean herds to- ac­
creditation certificates issued by the 
s t a t e depa r tmen t of agricul ture . The 
-disease control plan^involves the co­
operation of the local veterinarian. 
Although no cha rge i s m a d e for test­
ing blood samples , owners p a y for 
collecting item. Sterile vials for 
collecting blood samples a r e sup­
plied by the laboratory. 

All reac tors to the test should be 
fattened for marke t , but if they a r e 
not marketed,, they should be isolate 
ed a t the t ime of farrowing. Such 
isolation i s only f a temporary expe­
dient, since the ul t imate a im of herd 
owners ' i s to eliminate a l l infected 

^animals.. Normal li t ters from in­
fected sows m a y be placed in quar­
antine and raised free from disease-
After reac t ing animals have been 
marke ted , t h e premises should be 
cleaned and disinfected*

F a r from the fighting front 'hi 
western Russia, the Soviet's Siberi­
an symphony of armaments produc­
tion* mounts to a mighty roar. 

While see-saw fighting enters its 
third year in the once ^great in­
dustrial Dohbas south of Kharkov, 
new foundries and factories cen­
tered in the Kuzbas supply tanks 
and munitions for Stalin's Red ar­
mies. 

The Kuzbas (accepted abbrevia­
tion for Kuznetsk Coal Basin) is 2,300 
miles, eas t of the embattled Donbas 
(Don Basin) and 1,200 miles east of 
the Soviet's well-protected arsenal 
at Magnitogorsk in the Urals, says 
the National Geographic Society. 
The mineral steres of the Kuzbas 
a r e reported so abundant t h a t its 
industries could keep on producing 
for the Soviet war machine even if 
European Russia to the Urals were 
in Nazi hands and eastern Siberia 
were invaded by Japan. 

Some Kuzbas war plants of today 
were Donbas mills two years ago. 
Nazi invasion h a d barely begun 
when industries of the eastern 
Ukraine w e r e dismantled and 
shipped east of the Urals. Because | 
of mills and mines of the Kuzbas 
and the Urals, Soviet production 
now is greater than the pre-invasion 
level. 

Surrounded by vast grain farms, 
Kuzbas industries grow on a firm 
foundation of coal and iron, Broad/ 
seams >of coal»?at the surface in 
the north Altai mountains a re par t 
of reserves estimated a t 400 billion 
tons and over—enough to supply the 
whole world for'SQO'years. A-hun­
dred miles south a t Temir Tau iron 
deposits are estimated a t 500 mil­
lion tons.
