Interesting Experiments.
Interesting to sc-iontitk- minds are tl)>

pxperiments recently conducted by thi
Geological Survey to determine the un
derground flow of rivers and investi
irate the rate of movement of the un
derflow. To explain this puzzlint
question measurements have beei
made in the river gravels of streams
whose surface flows have ceased, and
from such measurements more or less
trustworthy results have been ob-
tained. One of the most accurate am'
interesting of these is a series of ex
periments conducted liy Professor
SJiehter along the valley of the Arkan-
sas River, in Western Kansas. The
method is an electric.nl one. A double
row of inch and a quarter driven weils
is sunk across the channel of the river
whose underflow is to he tested. The
up-stream wells are then charged with
a strong electrolyte, which dissolves
and passes down the stream with the
moving water. The passage of the elec-
trolyte toward the lower WPII is shown
by the gradual movement of the needle
of an electrical instrument, and the
final arrival at the well is shown by a
sudden and strong deflection" of the
needle. Ir is exceedingly interesting
to watch the gradual movement of the
water, which can he traced from the
beginning of the experiment iu this in-
direct way. By this method the rate
of flow ten feet below the bed of the
Arkansas River was found to be two
and on.-half feet a day. Other experi-
-ments in the bods of the Hondo and
San (i.iliri^i rivers, in Southern Cali-
fornia, gave ra;es of three and one-
half, four, five and ono-half and seven
feet a day.-New Turk Tribune.

Hunting Muak Oxen In the Aretlc.
Hunting musk-oxen in Northern

Greenland and Grlnnell Land, though
entailing a great deal of work is not
difficult, and seeing the animals is tan-
tamount to securing them. Either
from natural stupidity or as the result
of their freedom from molestation in
their Arctic fastnesses, they are com-
paratively tame. A large herd, on the
approach of men and dogs, leisurely
forms in a bunch, tails together, heads
radiating, calves, if any, under their
mothers, and the big bull leader stand-
ing outside of the bunch, head down
and pawing the ground, ready for a
charge in any direction. Single ani-
mals, or two or three together, run only
to the nearest rock, ledge, hill-top or
other natural feature, which may af-
ford them some protection in the rear,
"when they turn and face the enemy,
falling an easy prey to the rifle.

If there is not much skill required in
killing musk-oxen, it frequently re-
quires a quick eye and trigger to save
a dog from being crushed or tossed,
mangled, into the air.

As will easily be seen this peculiarity
means their extermination in any local-
ity within a very few years after man
gains a foothold.—Commodore Robert
E. Peary, in Leslie's Monthly.

Father of Stories About Doctors.
Dr. W. W. Keen, of Philadelphia, the

Burgeon who wrote recently to Senator
Gallinger a striking open letter in de-
fense of vivisection, has the hobby of
collecting anecdotes of physicians.
These anecdotes he preserves in scrap-
books and in costly extra-illustrated
volumes, and sometimes be reads se-
lections from them at medical festivals.

"The most common ^medical anec-
dotes," said Dr. Keen recently, "sug-
gest that the physician is a murderer.
All such stories are as old as the hills
in their fundamental idea, though
your modern writer puts them in new
clothes. And they look ghastly in
their new clothes; as ghastly as though
you should array a corpse in fancy
dress.

"A lawyer and a doctor were convers-
ing. The doctor said, 'Your profession
doesn't make men angels, sir.' The
lawyer answered, 'No, it is yours
which does that.'

"This anecdote, which is 2000 years
old," said Dr. Keen, "is reputed to be
the parent of all the myriad of medical
anecdotes that now exist."—New York
Tribune.

The Creation of a New Hen.
The successful fancier breeds for

beauty and utility combined. If he
desires to create a new strain he must
be an imaginative soul. He must erect
in his mind's eye an ideal fowl and
then persevere in his endeavor to pro-
duce one like it. He jots down a de-
scription of his visionary bird from
beak to toenail. If he prefers to go by
the standard he will find that very ex-
acting; every detail is looked to scru-
pulously; length and color of comb.
arch of neck, length and style of tail,
depth of breast, length and color of
legs, design and color of plumage, etc.
Having decided upon an ideal he mates
his birds and starts his strain, picking
from each brood the most perfect speci-
mens and gradually working toward
this ideal through generation after gen-
eration. It is a sort of partnership ar-
rangement with providence; the fan-
cier attends to the inatings and sees
that they are properly cared for. while
providence does the rest. — Leslie's
Monthly.
