It is a triple-use unit that is a wood
stove, heats water for bath and kitchen, and heats the house
with hot water/radiant heat. like all wood systems, it Is a
labor intensive method that must be maintained, but is ideal
for rural, isolated areas where you wouldn't have to fetjr on
the normal power grid. It's basic cost is 12500,.and 15000
totaf installation with the whole triple use system. You
would make your investment back on a low electricity Mil,
and could run without electricity from Niagara
Mohawk/Canada Hydro, if you could install your own elec-
trical backup system.

NY STATE HOUSING COMMISSIONER
TOURS AKWESASNE

State Housing Commissioner Yvonne Scruggs-Leftwich
started her tour .of, t ranklin-Jefferson-St. Lawrence counties
at Akwesasne. She was the guest of the Housing Corporation
Council and toured most of Akwesasne ending at the
Akwesasne Fishing Camp on Racquette Point for a picnic and
short question period. .

The Commissioner is the head of the following programs
funded by New York State: Division of Housing and Com-
munity Renewal (PHCR); Rural Preservation Program (RPC);
Single Room Occupancy (SRO) Program; Rural Rental
Assistance (RRA) Program; and the Rural Initiatives Program.
The Akwesasne.Housing Corporation Council is funded by
BJA Home Improvement Program (HIP); Division of Housing
& Community Renewal-Rural Preservation Program,
through New York State; also weatherization programs
(DOE & HEAP) arid administration costs through Communi-
ty Service Block Grants-Indian Tribes; Fuel Assistance Pro-
grams (LIHEAP). There Was no award though HUD-
Ctommunity Development Block Grants for 1982-1983. HIP
dealt with 20 minor renovations and 5 majors renovations
with one program; from the "Jobs Bill" passed by Pres.
Reagan they will serve 11 major renovations and build 2 new
homes DOE and HEAP served 22 units and 38 units respec-
tively LIHEAP served 220 units. All these are for 1983.

The Federal government has turned over HUD programs
such as the CDBG;over to the state where there is much
political wrangling over the issue. The Housing Corporation
is not recognized as entity for funding through the state as
yet, and they would have to go through Franklin county or
the township of Bombay.

A current Housing •proposal is being considered for off-
reservation units in Rooseveltown. Current land claims
issues have forced the Housing Corporation off the reserva-
tion as this project would be funded through the State by
DHCR-RPP and a federal agency .-/the Farmers Home Ad-
ministration. The slight possibility of a federal agency com-
ing on the reservation due to, possible default is at the heart
of the land claim; issue.

Commissioner Scruggs-Leftwich stated the RPP was form-
ed in 1981 and has had over 70 projects throughout the state
servicing rural programs, community development,.housing
rehabilitation and construction. The Rural Initiative Program
is hew as of 1983, and is one of the few programs funded by
the state legislature this year. The Rural Initiatives PrQgaun
has matching funds, for innovative construction and eaesgy
projects in rural areas. These would include, but are not
limited to, solar, wind and underground. Vhije RPP foods'
administration costs, the Rural Initiatives funds the hardware
and no administration, so other matching funds must be
found, and of course the proposals must be evahiated and
the competition would be stiff;

Commissioner Scruggs-Leftwich also visited^a model
home funded through the St. Lawrence County Community
Housing Corporation. This building was built by the Norfolk
Lumber Co. and will be used as an office by them. It is a two
bedroom unit built of post & beam rnnitTmrtlnn •impJIitiil
so that owners could contribute their own labor to Jeep*:
