Confederate Lords have now planted a tree of "Great Peace'*
(Kayaneregowah) in your settlement, Adadarho, Onondagas
the Firekeepers. This Tree of "Great Peace," I hereby name
"Jdnerahdesegowah." Under this shade of the Tree of Great
'Peace; ive spread this "jbnodakenrahgowah" the belt of
white 'Wampum. On it, we have prepared for you
"Adadarho,'' and your cousin Lords, seats. We now put you
and your cousin Lords on the seats of prepared wampums
spread under the shades of the spreading branches of the
•"iPree of Great Peace," to keep and watch the Confederate
Council Fire; and all the business of the Confederate Nation
will be transacted at this place, before you "Adadarho, and
your cousin Lords, "Jarasentshenh."

Deganahwideh took a second wampum belt and held it
before the multitude saying:..."It is provided thus: A foot
has jgrown out of this "Tree of Great Peace,*' one to the
north, one to the south, one to, the east and another to the
west. The names of these roots are "Ohdehrakenrahgowah''
meaning "Big White Root;" and the nature of it is peace and
charity., If any nation or individual outside of the Con-"
federacy shall adopt the Laws of the "Great Peace,"
"kayinerenhgowah," when they are.made known to him or
them by the Lords of the Five Confederate Nations, trace the
roots to the Tree of "Great Peace," discipline their minds
and spirits to obey, honor the wishes of the Imperial Council
Fire of. the Confederacy, they .are welcome to take shelter
under its spreading branches. We now place an Eagle on the
top of the "Tree of Great Peace"; it can be seen a great
distance; and if there is anything dangerous to the lives of
Confederate Nations, that which would be approaching, the
bird shall warn them at once :• •:•

angry the snake hair seemed to hiss and spit. They reported
that the body of the terrible war-chief was deformed, that,it '•:
had seven crooks in it. The scouts said that he always held a..
war-club knotted in his hands, which are like the claws of a
wild animal. "He is a cannibal," they said. • .'.•••'

Deganahwideh then walked back and forth before the.
Long House. He sang the Hymn of Peace and other sacred
songs. He taught the people the Hymn Of Peace. Many pep- .
pie came and learned the Peace Hymn. They were made
strong with the power of the songs. The Hymn of Peace had
great power. • . - • • . . ' ' • '

Vi'hen the grass was knee high (Midsummer),.
Deganahwideh called all of the People of Flint together
(men, women, children). He chose one man to go ahead.
This man was to approach Adadarho and sing the.Hymn Of
Peace before his lodge. They, the Mohawk People'travelled
toward the west (Great Panther). The singer led the.com-
pany Through the forests singing the Peace Songs as he went.
The Mohawks followed the singer. There were many tracks
through the forests. (All of the People). Many old villages and.
camping places were passed as they went toward the Onon-
daga country. The names of the villages were lifted to give to
the Clan Name Holders. Now they were in the territory Of
the People of the'llpright Stone, the Oneidas. There they
met the great Oneida Chief, Quiver Bearer with his chiefs
and his people. All of the two nations, the Mohawks, and
Oneidas, marched on toward the country of the Hill People'
(Onondaga), the singer of the Peace Songs going ahead.. As••.:
the Mohawks and Oneidas walked together through the
forests, they met the Great Pipe People (Cayuga) and also the .
People of the Great Mountain, the Senecas. They greeted
each other in friendship and the great throng headed toward
the country of the People of the Hills. Together the trails of
all four nations, Mohawks, Oneidas, Cayugas and Senecas,
marched through the forests toward, the Onondaga set- .
tlements. . • . •'•'••. •

When ihe country of the Onondagas was reached the peo-
ple halted their march. They kindled a fire as was.customary.
The chiefs of the Onondagas welcomed them. A great
multitude marched to the fireside of Adadarho..Tihe singer of.
the Hymn of Peace led the throng. The chiefs arid people of
the Mohawks. Oneidas, Onondagas, Cayugas and Senecas all
walked toward the lodge of the terrible warrior. The people .
gathered before the lodge of Adadarho. The singer walked'
before the lodge of the terrible warrior. He tried to cure.the
sick mind of the warrior by singing the Peace Hymn. It Was
necessary to sing the Peace Hymn without, any error if it was .
to work any power upon the mind of the terrible warrior..
The singer hesitated and made an error in the song. Another
singer was appointed but he also made an error in the song.;

Then Deganahwideh walked before the door of the houseof
Adadarho. He sang the song without any error, Adadarho
heard the song and his power was broken. His war-club./
dropped from his gnarled hands. When he had finished his
song, Deganahwideh walked toward Adadarho and rubbed
his body to give it strength and life. Because of the power of
Deganahwideh and of the Peace Hymn, the body of
Adadarho was made straight. His mind was made healthy,
His heart became as a Pine Tree (clean and good)'. After the :
mind and" body of Adadarho had become healed,.
Deganahwideh spoke to the gathering of the nations. He said
that the greatest obstacle in the way of a lasting peace had
been removed, that thernind of Adadarho had been purified
and his body and soul cleansed of all evil. "Now that that is
done, we may devote ourselves to establishing the Great
Peace^ said the Great Man. : - :

Deganahwideh said, "In every nation there are wise and
pure men. These men should be appointed to become chiefs
of their people. They will be the advisors of their people and •
will make any new laws that will be needful. They are to be
selected by the Clan Mothers but must have the good will of :

the entire Clan." "When these chiefs are selected they will,
be crowned with deer antlers, emblems of friendship," said
Deganahwideh. The Clan Mothers of the People of Flint
(Mohawk) brought forward nine' chiefs and one war-chief.
They, the chiefs, were of the Clans, Bear, Wolf and Turtle.

The Clan Mothers of the People of the Upright Stone
(Oneidas) brough forward nine chiefs and one war-chief.
They, the chiefs, were of the Clans, Bear, Wolf and Turtle-

The Clan Mothers of the People of the Hills (Onondagas)
, brought forward fourteen chiefs and one wax-chief. They

were of the Clans, Turtle, Snipe, Bear, Deer, Wolf and Ball.

The Clan Mothers of the People of the Great Pipe or the
People of the Mucklands (Cayuga) brought forward ten
chiefs and one war-chief. They were of the Clans, Heron,
Deer, Turtle, Bear and Snipe.' , •'"":''•.

The Clan Mothers of the People of the Great Hill (Senecas) ,
brought forward eight chiefs and one war-chief. They were .
of the Clans, Bear, Snipe, Turtle, Wolf and Eagle,

Deganahwideh then said to the chiefs, "I place upon your
heads, deer antlers as emblems of your*power. Your old'
names are taken away and new names, which have more
power, are given to you. Your old clothes are removed and
new robes are given to you. Your patience must b< very
great, seven thumbs thick. You must walk and work in uni-
ty. Never think of your own interests but work to benefit the
people and those yet unborn. All of your power come* from
the Great Peace and you must pledge yourselves to it.
Deganahwideh repeated all of the laws that he and Htewatha
had created for the building of the Great Peace. The fifty
chiefs of the Mohawks, Oneidas, Onondagas, Cayugas and
Senecas, each gave to Deganahwideh a string of lake-shell
wampum as a, pledge of truth and loyalty to the Laws of the
Great Peace. ' ' '. ' .. ^ ^ ' " • ' • . " • ' l i y " ' " , ' - .

. Deganahwideh took a third string of wampum and held it
before the multitude saying: "It is provided thus: To you
''Adadarhp," and your cousin Lords, fourteen of you
altogether,- this shall be your duty.- You shall keep the Con-
federate Council Fire clean all around, you shall allow no
dust or dirt to be seen around the Council Fire. I therefore
lay a seagull wing (Shaweyesehgowah Onerahontshah) near
you. Take this wing and sweep jthe dust and dirt away from
the Council Fire. If you see any crawling creature ap-
proaching the Confederate Council Fire,. I lay a stick by you
with which you are to pitch the crawling creature from, the
Council Fire, and your cousin Lords will act with you at all
times. Dust, dirt and crawling creatures signify a matter or
proposition brought before the Council whicnwc»uldp< in-
jurious to the Confederate Nation. If you fall to reject it
alone, you shall call the rest of your Confederate Lords to

Deganahwideh, one by one, took eighty-two wampum str-
ings and belts, one for each of the laws of the Great Peace
and held them before the multitude, at the same time telling
the people what each stringor belt signified. Thus was form-
ed the Great Confederation of the Five Nations in the days
before the arrival of white faced invaders from the Big Salt
Water to the East.

.'drugs.. The counter culture supported such criminals by their
use of drugs. This, criminal element is still with us, with the
same and some new drug's, and with new markets to con-
quer. Bribery and cold cash keep this going. So, it can't be
athletes who are tneitfgfish in this, the well paid user is only
the tip of the iceburg. The structure underneath has been
with .us for generations.

Violent men with no morals other than superior attitudes
were released froni Nazi Germany, and aided by government
spooks who also bent ethics and morals to suit their needs.
Those who were hot rehabilitated into decent humans, were
allowed to escape to South America and set themselves up as
warloards with bribe money, investment money and securi-
ty apparatus that could control the back country for willing
people in governments who would look the other way.

America, means to keep costs down and stifle opposition
-and pacify people Behaviour modification is not a fantasy, it
Is being worked in secret and some not so secret research
centers There will come a time when such drugs will be
available for the asking, and people will take them and use
them and they will feel better for it. They will enjoy their
pacification, that is the whole intent. I am not saying there is
•f conspiracy to do this, but the apparatus is there and the
drugs ate being refined, all it takes is the wrong people in
Control, and that is not far from reality if you watch and read

Right now people are happy with ANY job, and manage-
ment need costs kept down. Violence does not disrupt pro-
duction, it can actually encourage it as tensions run high and
defense and arms production increases, huge military and
energy projects are underway, the cheap resources are need-
ed and the corporations keep military governments in power
sp that real reforms won't take place, so wealth won't be
distributed fairly. Cheap labor is good, but cheap and
pacified workers are even better. Americans must realize
they are stepping on peoples of the land the world over with
their waste ethics and control of production. Sacrificies must
be made, but by the big money people and not the workers.
How much profit is enough? It seems that too much is still
not enough. Big biz is doing well these days, but not the little
guys. Workers are being replaced by technology, machinery,
that can't strike and seek control, then being shoved into ser-
vice jobs that means maintaining the whole technological ap-
paratus. SERVING...who? Competition is being reduced as
only big bucks can compete, the rest of us must be happy
with leftovers. The poor people of the south have s$ much
less, no land, no health, no education, no clean water, no
electricity, and they must also take more of the safne. To
raise their standard of living, means to lower the standard of
the American worker: hut that doesn't have to be true, if the
distribution of wealth was more equal here, it could do the
same for poorer countries. But who is in control and will
they let it happen. They don't want the sacrificies, they want
profits. They need tension, they need control; labor gets
divided and people get patriotic to back their governments
and their jobs. Peace seems expensive, and it is, to keep peo-
ple happy, to clean up the environment, to- find new
technological ways of better industry, means a cut in profits,
and a change in the apparatus -
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What does this have to with drugs? Revolution in America
or industrialized countries will not happen if people.arc.
satisfied. Revolution is happening in the poor southern na-
tions because people are not satisfied and are staying poor.
Should they reform their areas, the unrest could start in the
industrialized countries as-the cost of reform and decency is
wrung out from people in control. Always the consumer and
the taxpayer gets it, the worker suffers more bites, and must
take it or lose their jobs. As the working class structure is be-
ing re-alligned toward the future of robotization and
technological marvels, the corporations in power discard
their old hardware and they can still be ahead with the new
age hardware; They will make the developing countries
dependent on them as they streamline and become more ef-
ficient. The so called new models they are building for the
developing world are already obsolete and proven
dangerous to the environment. Renewable energy does not
appeal to them, because it can't be controlled by the huge
global apparatus of old industry, yet it is exactly what poor
countries need- They will not get rich, but they can become
dependent and self-sufficient. That is what they can't stand.
Independence, they need people plugged in all the time,
they need wealthy people in foreign countries to
their wasteful ways and power over the poor in huge
megabuck projects that serve only bankers, investors and
landowners. . '

In the future times of efficiency, finite resources and-ifttlc
waste, workers must be trained or indoctrinated-, they must
be pacified. With drugs, not forced or concealed, but taken
openly and legally. Behaviour modification. Look te up.
Listen. That is what is planned for the future.
