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two residents from Akwesasne that they could take the items
decorated in feathers and them down to the local court to be
arrested and arraigned, or they had the choice to submit
their names and addresses and remove the price tags from
their crafts and only display the pieces.

Their last remarks were that a representative from the
Federal Gdvernment would go to their homes at Akwesasne
and meet with them about using bird feathers on Native craft
items. .

The general feelings because of this harrassing action on
the part of the participants was that the sale of craft items: is
their livlihood and native arts and crafts have always utilized _
traditional items such as beads, feathers, fur and foremost
feathers as an important part of traditional costume and
dress. Native people in both countries have fought against
payment of taxes for many years and the feeling of being ift-
vited to participate in a show pf this magnitude then to be
threatened with tax evasion and violation of Environmental
Protection Laws seems ridiculous. Native people are riot
responsible for the amount of endangered species that exist
today, they have and always will hold a reverence for all
wildlife, they are the environmental caretakers of the land:
The people from Akwesasne were the only two threatened
with legal charges, when in fact, other craftspeople were
also using feathers as a part of their craft work. This action
geered towards the residents of Akwesasne can only he
deemed as total harrassment for refusal of tax payments.

A recent news release states in the mid-west High Plains
area, farmers (non-Native) are complaining that the eagles in
that area are attacking livestock and want the government to
take action to insure controls are brought about - will the
federal government in this action of control violate their.
own protection laws and limit the amount of eagles in that
area by killing wildlife on the endangered species lists, or
will they insert a clause in that policy - to cover quantity con-
trol. The eagle is supposed to be the United States symbol of
FREEDOM, but if this action is enacted then the Native peo-
ple can only be led to believe that in. this land of ours ev?n
the eagle will NEVER BE FREE.
