St. Regis Mohawk
Indian Health Seirviqe

; Now that a full-time physician is available at the St. Regis
Mohawk Clinic a number of problems have become evident.

- FJrst, it is critical for proper patient care that all patients who.
are treated elsewhere for any type of Medical problern make
sure that their records are transferred to this Clinic, A
riumber of patients have serious medical problems which are
treated by other physicians or by other hospitals, and our

fClini^ does not have those records. It is Impossible to give
proper medical care without the information obtained from
those records. Because.the,hospital or the physician will not
;$encl the records unless specifically requested by the patient,
jitis absolutely necessary for the patient to request that all
records be transferred to this Clinic when they are treated
elsewhere, Second of all, the basic function of the Clinic is to
provide the best quality Medical care for all patients. This

.becomes next to the impossible when patients cancel ap-
pointments and others call up the Clinic the same day for
''Emergencies." When this happens the waiting room gets
backed up, and less time is spent with each scheduled pa-
tient. This results in incomplete Medical evaluations and
therefore lesser quality Medical care. Because this has been
such a severe problem, the following policies will now be
strictly enforced: . .

; '• Patients scheduled for appointments must inform the
; Clinic within 24 hours if they do not expect to show up

'.•-'•'•/ for their appointment. If the patient does not show up
, for a scheduled appointment without calling the Clinic,

; > that patient wiU then become very low priority for fur7.
ther appointments. We are not attempting to penalize

• anybody, simply trying to assure that we will be able to
accomodate all patients appropriately. :

•;• It takes no more than 5 minutes to call thcClinic if you
think that you will not be able to make it in for your

.. scheduled appointment. Please try to help us in this

. .-..; Lastlŷ  another major problem is the large amount of
patients that call up in the morning requesting a visit
that day, As stated above this cannot be done inline
vast majority of cases. Therefore, only true emergen-
cies will be seen by th,e Clinic without a scheduled ap-
pointment.
The Clinic Secretary and Staff Coordinator will initiate
a screening procedure with the ultimate decision up to
the physician as to whether or not the patient can be

•': We will try to accommodate all emergencies but would
appreciate the assistance of ail patients in minimizing
abuse of the Health Clinic.

SUMMARY: The following will be strictly enforced:
1. All patients who have scheduled appointments will be

required to call up at least one day In advance in case of
cancellation. Patients who do not do this will be placed
on low priority list for further appointments

2; Only true emergencies will be seen at the Clinic, it will
be left up to the Secretary, Clinic Coordinator, and
ultimately Dr.Bahou, as to what constitutes a true
emergency.

All of the above changes will be strictly enforced and are
nbt intended to penalize or injury anyone, but are being in-
stituted to better serve the public and give better quality
Medical care. Thank you for your cooperation.^
